NEW TORK. Aug. 2. Early today tha
standard stock Issues ere re In steady de-

mand and yeetardaya galna wara Increaaed
subatantially, although tha three specula-
tive leaders, Reading. Union Paclflo and tha
United Slstss Btsel stocks wsro less con-

spicuous thsn In ths preceding eeaelon. gain-

ing only fractionally. The Hill Issues were
tha features of tha railroad list, whila Ca-

nadian Pacific. St. pauL Erie first preferred.
Lehigh Valley and a number of Industrials
gained a point or more.

Before noon, however, a reactionary move-
ment set in. Prlcea receded alowly until
the gains were rsnceled. In the last hour
selling became active and losaea were ex-

tended, southern Pacific, Missouri Pacific.
Rock Island. Ihlgh Valley and Interna-
tional Harvester sank to ths low points of
the year.

Tha appearance of Canadian Pacific's re-

port for ths fiscal year, ended June 3D. was
followed by a temporary gain of nearly two
points In thst stock. Tha report showed an
Incresse of 19.179. ooft in gross esrnlngs and
l2b.Ui.uno In srL Favorable July report
were made by aeveral railroads.
