MONMOUTH, Sept. 4.—(Speclal.)—
What Is believed to be the record yleld
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PRELIMINARY SKETCH OF PROPOSED OREGON CITY CANAL AND LOCKS.
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, to make way for the Improvement.

The proposed canal on the east slde of the Willamette Rlver at.-ths
falls at Oregon City, Or., begins &t the foot of Fourth street, and Is to
be bullt in a southeasterly direction for a mlile up stream. Located In
its pathway are four large factories which will havs to be torn down
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the falls of tha Willamette are prepar-
ing to file a protest agalnst the con-
gtruction of the big ditch along the
route suggested to the authorities of
Washington.

It "is asserted ,that the consiruction
of the canal will require more than
22,000,000 for condemnation awards
zlone. and that It will be almost an
impossibility to ralse the nacossary
money. The stata has made an appro-
priation of $200,000 and the Govern-
ment will give a similar amount. This
money Is to be used in the actual con-
struction of the canal and, it iz estl-
mnated that $154.000 more will be Te-
quired for this work. The plans for
the canal were made by E. Burslem
Thomson, assistant TUnited States en-
glneer under Major McIndoe. of the
I'nited States Engineering Corps.

W. P. ‘Hawley, presldent of the Faw-
ey Pulp & Paper Company, whoss
proparty will suffer most through the
construction of the canal, declares that
the bullding of the canal would mean
the company would quit business In
this clty.

Mill Would Qult, Says Hawley.

“As tha route for the canal and locks
has been surveyed,” sald Mr. Hawley
today., “our mills will be s0 cut up as
virtually to amount 1o =nnihilation.
Personally T am Indifferant as to what
ls done, and it 8 up to the pecple to
decide whether they want the mill or
the canal. I favor an open canal at
Oregon Clty, and T am perfectly willing
to ablde by the will of the poaple™

Mr. Hawley thinks that under the
circumstances the present locks =znd
canal on the west side of the river
should be purchased and enlarged. Ha
ays that the routs proposed for this
side of the river would cut the city
off from the falls, and destroy the
manufacturing plants,

The canal, as proposed, bagins at ths
foont of Fourth strest, in Oregon Clty,
and extends in a southeasterly direc-
tion for a distancea of 300 feet, having
& width of 125 feet. The courss of the
136 fest cuts Into seaveral bulldings of
the Orsgon Clity Manufacturing Com-
pany’s plant. The same applies to the
Crown Pulp & Paper Company's plant,
where about $100,000 worth of machin-
ery for the manufacture of pulp has
baen installad Along the routs of tha
proposed canal thers i3 In operation
$200.000 worth of machinery. It Is
contended that If the Government con-
demns this property for a right of way.
compelling these husiness concerns to
Feek other quarters, the expenss will
run beyond the $3.000.000 mark.

Many Bay Fear Is Baseless.

There is little doubt that the peopls
of Oregon City would rather loss the
canal than the big manufacturing
piants. However, it Is contanded by
many of the leading men here that tha
building of the canal on the Bast Side
will not necessitate the milla closing.
In fact. Bome even go so far as to say
tha waterpower will nat ba affectad
and that the Hawley Pulp & Paper
Company and the East Side Pulp Plant
of the Crown Columbia Pulp & Paper
Company will be the only ones put to
great inconvenience. Mr. Hawley says
tha plan proposed would so Interfere
with his business that he would not
think of continuing it here. About
1000 persons are amploved by the mills
that will be affected.

Efght craft hnd enterad for this con-
test, but the Wigwam II had troubls
with her magneto, while Nunes' Flyor
broke hor englne just befors tha start-
ing gun was fired and the Lippert
Fourth falled to appear; so only five
bonts made the start.

The socond race was the first heat
for tha 82-foot class of speed boats,

Elght boats had
entered for this race, but owing to
several of them having trouble with
their engines the only craft to enter
wera the Question Mark, the Chehalis
and ths Astor, the latter being the old
Seattle Spirit with a new l0-cylinder
engine. The two former boats got an
even start, but though the Astor was
about 200 feet behind In crossing the
line, she far outclassed her competi-
tors, and before the firast turn she
wes far in the lead, winning easily.

The Astor's time was 58 minutes 2%
seconds, with the Question Mark 43
seconds behind and the Chehalls third,

The third avent was the first heat
of ths free-for-all displacement race
