WEUSKER AGGUSED
OF BREAKING FAITH

U'Ren Denounces Delegate as
Betrayer of Progressive
Republicans.

CAUSTIC TELEGRAM SENT

— -

Oregon Man Called Upon to Explain
Refusal to Support Roosevelt
Programme—Willlams Likely

to Be Committceman.

Arcusing him of batrayal of his
trust and “a violation of the letter and
spirit of the law and of your oath of
office,” W, B, T'Ren last night tele-
graphed Thomas McCusker, member of
the Oregon delegation in the Republi-
can Natlonal c¢onvention, demanding
an explanation for McCuslker's action in
refusing to support the Roosevelt “pro-
‘:.;rnmme" In the econvention. Mr. U'Ren
Iwu_q especinlly caustle in his critieism
of McCusker's actlon in voting for
Ralph E. Willlams for Natlonal com-
mitteeman and {nguired what was of-
fered McCusker to induce him to “be-
tray the Progressive Republicans of
Oregon to the llttls brother of tha
trusts and the enemien of the initiative,
referendum and recall”

Mr. U'Ren's telegram Me-
Cusker follows:

1 voted for you and have talked with other
Hepublicans who did because you wWore &
professed progressive, supporter of the pri-
mary law and of La Follette. Roosevelt
was chosen hy the Republicans of Oregon
whan you were eslected. Every schoolboy
knows It was your duoty in every phase of
the® struggl= atl all t!me and In ¢very hon-
arable way to ajd Roosevelt’s nomination.
We are agreed that your fallurs to vote for
MeGovarn was n betrayal of our trust in
Fou ms wel]l as a violation of the letter and
spirit of the iaw mnd of your oath of office
Every schoolboy knows It was your duty to
prevent any steam-roller organizsation of the
convention founded on arbifrary power and
refusal to Inquire into clear cases of fraud
on which the whols United States has made
up its micnd. It s reported here that you
have voted for Willlams as Oregan’s Nationa]
commlittesman. He ls a Taft reactionary
and stand-patter. We who voted for you
would jike to know what has been offered
to Induce you to betray the progressive Re-
publicans of Oregon to the Utile brother of
the trusts and the enemies ‘'of the initiative,

Roonseveit Par D aolnted.
The course of Mr. McCusksr In the
Chicago convention admittedly has

been disappointing to Roosevelt par-
tisans in this state. He has refused
to follow the “programme”™ mapped out
by the ex-President and his managers
in their efforts to cature and control
the convention. In the two test votes
that heve been taken and by which the
relative strength of the opposing forces
was definitely determined, Mr., McCus-
ker falled to “deliver the goods" as
they were expected by the supporters
of the ex-President.

To the Roosevelt people, the conduct
of Mr. McCusker since the convention
was assembled Monday has been only
& succession of disappointments, The
first disappointment came In the elec-
tion of temporary chalrman, when Mr.
McCusker falled to vote for Governor
| MicGovern, of Wisconsin, the candidats
|of the Roosevelt supporters. In the
election of temporary chalrman Mr,
McCusker dld not vote.

S Not Surprised

Nelthor did Mr. McCusker measure
up to the expectations of the Roose-
velt forces Wednesday when he wvoted
to table Governor Deneen’s resolution
denying to contested delegates the
right to vote omr the membership of the
cradentinls commiites or on the adop-
tlon of its report. The vote on the
motion to table the resolution, which,
If adopted, would have given Roosa-
velt control of the situation, was 5663
to 810,

But it was ths vote Mr. McCusker
gave Ralph E. Wliiliams for re-election
as Natlonal committesman Wednesday
that caused Mr. U'Ren to forward his
telegram of censure vesterday.” To
someé the support of Willlams by Mr.
McCusker was a surprise. To others it
was not unexpectad.

MeCunker Free Lance.

Prior to departing for Chicago., Mr.
McCusker refused to commit himself
as to his probabdble actlon in the con-
vention further than to say that he
would fuifill his pledge to the voters
of Oregon by voting for Roosaevelt for
President and at all times demand @
“failr, square and honest deal” for
everybody at the hands of the conven-
tion. He would not bind himself In
advance to support any “programme,”
ragardless of whether,it came from the
Taft or the Roossvelt camps. Aside
from belng obligated to vole for the
ex-President to head the ticket, Ble-
Cusker expliined that he deslred to
go to the convention as a free lance.

S0 far as the Natlonal committeeman
for Oregon was concerned Mr, Me-
Cusker had permitted it to becoma
known that he was s tentative candi-
date for the office himself. He dl4
this, as he explained to friends, to be
in n good positlon to withhold his sup-
port from any of the half doxen as-
pirants for the place. But that Me-
Cusker eventually would support Wii-
llams for re-election has been the sub-
ject of gossip In political circles ever
since MeCusker's election as one of the
ten delogates waa decided.

Willams Men Confident,

Willlams has not been re-slectad yat;
but he probably will be. The- delega-
tion has taken omnly one wvote on com-
mitteeman. With Hall absent, Camp-
bell, Carey. McCusker and Smith voted
for Willlams, while Ackerson, Boyd,
Bynon, Cos and Bwift voted for Boyd
Hal] is a close personal friend of Mec-
Cusker and 1s expected to line up for
Willlams, This will give Willlams five
votes and his supporters are sangulne
of securing the one more vote needed
to re-slect.

Hesldes it has besn agreed by the
delegation from the beginning to elect
for committeeman some man who
would be In harmony with the party's
nomines for President On this basis,
the chances of Willlams have Increased
in proportion as the Taft forces have
demonstrated that they control the
conventlon. The probable elimination
