The plotters here have been exceeded
in number only by the counter-plotter- s,

and plotting became such a rase that not
a few schemers found themselves un-

able to keep track of their various
machinations and were dismayed to
discover themselves entangled In the
meshes of their own-- machiavelianlsms.
A good many of them, after taking-- a
hasty review of the situation, ascer-
tained they had been plotting against
themselves.

Red Fire Continues to Bnra.
Naturally, this perplexed both the

plotters and the plottees and 'the situa-
tion at times assumed certain phases
of uncertainty that were relieved only
by the appearance of a band of full-gro-

men carrying a little shlverins
dog with them, and singing Mr. Champ
Clark's battle-hym- n, while waiting for
the friendly ministrations of bartend-
ers. After one of these exhibitions,
the nomination of Clark seemed sure.
Likewise, the Princeton contingent did
much to further the cause of Dr. Wood-ro- w

Wilson. It is not yet possible to
nay how many votes were secured for
each stick of red Are burned in Balti-

WUaoa Object of Attack.
They are more concerned in beating

Woodrow Wilson than in nominating
Clark and have taken Clark for the
end to secure that means. Far be it
from me to intimate whether love or
duty Impels, but it may not be amiss to
say that no tears will be shed in New
York City below Fulton streets, and
especially not along Broad and Wall
streets, or lower Broadway, or in the
vicinity .of the Stock Exchange if Mr.
Wilson Is beaten.

This Democratic convention has had
two Impelling motives. One. and the
one that Impelled the Democrats who
think, with good reason, that a reason-
ably good nomination means success at
the polls next November, has been to
look the various candidates over, take
counsel about them and nominate the
man who is best qualified to win.

The other Impelling motive and the
one that has impelled the contingent
that types big business and finds its
prototype in the men whom that big
business directs has been to defeat
Wilson at all hazards and expense, and
to eliminate Bryan.

The Democrats who came to Balti-
more to name a good man. indifferent
to outside and inside considerations, are
no match for the Democrats who came
after the leadets arrived in Baltimore
and the delegates began arriving and the
machine started its really expert work.
As has been- - said, it had two jobs to
do: Defeat Wilson and eliminate
Bryan.

Bryaa'e Mreaajth Surprints.
The first vote against Bryan was a

warning to these leaders that Bryan
had a great deal more strength than
they thought he had. Instead of using
the ax. they Immediately changed their
plans and began to hongey-fugl- e
Bryan. They decided to give him every-
thing he wanted, so far as the non-
essentials were concerned.

That plan explains why the unit rule
was abolished, why Bryan was allowed
to put through his proposition to make
the platform after the candidate had
been nominated, and why the vote on
South Dakota contest came out as it
did.

Mr. Taggart and Mr. Sullivan and
Mr. Murphy threw sufficient delegates
to Wilson on that vote for the pur-
pose of showing Mr. Bryan and Mr.
Wilson they are entirely unprejudiced
men, of open mind, and ruled only by
the rights and equities of each case,
it was good politics, excellent politics,
and the politicians who planned and
put through the scheme were Stone
and Sullivan and Taggart and Pettl-srf-

Pettigrew taking a beating in
his own state on the South Dakota
contest in order to help along. They
fought Mr. Bryan once. Having beaten

' him they proceeded to show him it was
nothing personal by giving him about
everything else he wanted. Directed
exclusively by inside Influences, these
men wanted Harmon; after falling
him. wanted Underwood, but they soon
found they could get neither, and they
took up Clark.

Clark Vacd for Purpose.
Their job has been to keep the Clark

sentiment alive and there is much
rank and file sentiment for Clark
and to use the men who sincerely be-
lieve In Clark to aid their own selfish
purposes. The business machine la the
Democratic party was enlisted in this
cause. They were sure of the hound
dog contingent, for no person not for
Clark because of his alleged homely,
plain-peopl- e characteristics would aing
such slush, and they went out ror tne
doubting delegates, who wanted to
know why.

hands. Sullivan and Murphy and Tag-
gart took their old places together.
Senator Stone and Petti-
grew began scouting, and when the
Clark movement began to grow they
furnished excellent reasons for further
growth. ' -

This Is the way the lines were laid
when the convention assembled to be-
gin nominating. All the Old Guard,
all tbe men who. nominated Parker in
1904. all the remnants of the machine,
having no chance of naming Harmon,
turned to Clark.

Strom; CeaablMjitlom Made.
Clark, himself, had big wedges of

delegates in bis own right. The com-

bination was a strong one and was
never so strong or so compact as when
the balloting began. The opposition
was scattered. Wilson had votes, but
not so many as Clark. Outside of Wil-
son and Clark, the other aspirants
were of no particular consequence, only
to be considered when the Clark plan
failing it become necessary to turn
elsewhere. At the proper time in the
convention Murphy will deliver. Tag-
gart will deliver, Sullivan will deliver.

BALTIMORE. Md., June 27. Ollle
James, of Kentucky, in accepting the
permanent chairmanship of the con-

"I congratulate the Democrats of the
Nation on the fortunate auspices under
which we have assembled. Here

"The Republican party, flushed with
many victories, imperious as a tyrant,
unheeding the demands of-th- people,
took the reins of the Government in
1908 under the solemn promise that it
would revise the tariff in the Interest
of the consumer. Instead of keeping
this promise, as It should have done be-

cause It was their bond of honor. It be-

trayed it. The Republicans raised tbe
tariff higher than ever before until it
reached the maximum of protection, be-

ing 47 per cent. The story of this base
betrayal is known to all men.

"The Democratic party appealed on

its record in the lst Congress on the
Payne-Aldri- ch tariff bill to the Ameri-
can people and received from them a
verdict of guilty against the Republi-
can party and the bestowal of power
upon ourselves.

"How faithfully we have kept our
promises to them is but a resume of our
official action.

"First, we reduced the tariff upon
woolen clothes 40 per cent This was
the one schedule that President Taft
himself had said was too high. This
bill went to the Senate, and. though It
was controlled by the opposition party,
we found sufficient assistance from the
ranks of our opponents to pass It up to
the President. The President returned it
to the Congress of the United States
with his veto and assigned as his rea-

son that he had no Tariff Board report
and was therefore uninformed upon the
question, and for this reason returned It
with his disapproval.

"We undertook to pass the bill over
his veto. We lacked only 11 votes of
having the necessary two-thir- to pass
it through the House of Representa-
tives over the President's veto. And
today the wool trust stands not behind
a majority of the lawmakers of the Re-

public, but behind the veto of the Pres-

ident and the 11 more than one-thi- rd of
the representatives of the American
people, picking the pockets of the poor
and ragged people of America.

Cabinet Works to Uphold Veto.
"When the veto of the wool bill was

being considered, four members of the
President's Cabinet, for the first time
through a service of ten years that I
have been there, appeared upon the

f"m the president of our National body stating that two un-

fair bands from San Francisco and Alameda County were en-

gaged by the lodges' there, and would be brought to the con-

vention: and that the matter would have to be adjusted to
avoid misunderstanding.a

Efforts were at once made to induce the two lodges to en-

gage Federation musicians or none, but to no avail.
Investigation showed that the bandmaster of the U. S. Army

master and several enlisted musicians to secure furloughs and
augment the two unfair bands on their trip to Portland.
