Teacher System.

PRACTICAL WORK FAVORED

Report of [nw-su'gat!on Into Edunca-
tional Facllities of Portland
Also Advocates More City
Playgrounds.

Condemnnation of the pupil - teacher
plan, approval of the practical work
thant has been instituted in the schools
and advocacy of more playgrounds and
school bulldinga at the expense of the
taxpayer, I8 the result of an officlal
investigation by the Portland Woman's
Club into educational facllitles of the
clty,

“In the last ten years the greatest
improvement has been along practical
lines,” reads a report just submitted by
the educational committee, of which
Mrs. Mary Alice Ogden 18’ chalrman.
“But we hope to see the day when the
practice of appointing pupil teachers
in our public schools will ba discon-
tinued. While It undoubtedly began In
a kindly sffort to assiat the glrl of
llmited means who was not able to
take a course in Normal teaching, to-
day, with the constantly Increasing
numbers, abuses of intent and purpose
have crept In,

“In the general march of Improve-
ment of sanitation and equipment, our
children still need two things — good
blood, which we alone can give them,
and space for activities, which the tax-
payer can provide. ur schools ars
filllng up faster than wea can bulld
them, and wherever schools are Wwe
must build playgrounds.

“The most Interasting thing we
found In our investigation was the
platform in the auditorium of Wash-
ington High Schoel, which was filled
with sewing machines where young
xirla were making their own alothes,
or those of their younger brothers and
slsters, to whom they fill the place of
& mother. The most wonderful thing
was the blacksmith shop In the Jeffer-
son High School, where each boy had a
forge of his own and no ona to say
‘don't." "
