LAND BILL WOULD
ADJUST EQUITIES

|House Committee Substitutes
Measure of Its Own for
One by Lafferty.

1 UNIFORM BASIS PROPOSED

Compromise Suggested o Confirm
Titles Does Not Affect Main Lit-
igation With Oregon & Cal-

ifornia Railroad.

Washington, July 21.—The Houss com-
|m|ttﬂ on publlie lands, in reporting
the bill for the relief of Innocent pur-
chasers of land from the Oregon &
California Rallroad Company, struck
out all the provisions of the original
Lafferty bill, and substituted a bill of
its own, which preserves the substance
of the innocant purchaser clausss of
| tha first bill, but provides a different
[d!npoll!lan of lands that may ba re-

the Government from the
| rallroad company as & result of (ts
suit. Representative Hoblnson, chalr-
man of the committes, In reporting the
substitute bill, reviews the history of
| the Oregon and California grant, and
adds:

“From the two grants approximstely
£20,000 acres were sold prior to the
withdrawal of the lands by the rafl-
road company from sale on January
1, 1803, Of this £20,000 acres, 256,000
tores were zold to 4930 purchasers in
quantities not exceeding 160 acres to
a single purchaser; 524,000 acres were
sold to 376 purchasers In quantitiea
| excesding & guArter section to the pur-
| chaser; of the 514,000 acres that wers
|s0ld In gquantitles not exceeding 160
acres to the purchasar 400,000 acres
were in quantities exceeding 1000 acres
| to the purchaser.

FPatents Did Neot Limit Seles.

“The Government In patenting the
lands to the raillroad company did not
place any !mitations or conditions in
the patents. The firat act, to wit, that
of July 25, 1866, did not limit the sales
to actual settlers In areas of 160 acrex
|Th|u provision was contalned In the
act of April, 1§68. Some of the lands
| were patented under the former act
alone, while nther patents were [ssued
| under both acts. The most of them as
appears from the statement of the Ag-
sistant Attorney-General refer only to
the act of July 25, 1866, which did not
contaln the restrictions. Titles from
the rallroad company to this land ac-
qulred by said company through pat-
ents from the Government wers £X-
amined and approved without quesation
by the leading lawyers of Oragon. The
Department of the Ipterior examined
the abstracts and approved the titles
fn exchanges with the Oregon & Call-
fornla Rallroad Company, receiving
back sald lands and giving fes to lands
in other parts of the country—that Is,
the Interior Department to the extent
of 50,000 acres of land approved the
title of purchasers.

“No question ssems to have arisen
concarning the wvalldity of theses titles
either In Oregon or with the Govern-
ment until quite recently. Much of the
lands sold by the Government have
been acquired by timber operatora who
| have made considerable Investmants.
The evidence also shows that the
greater portion of the land (s situated
on steap hillsides, Is rocky., and not
susceptible of cultivation. It i= chiefly
valuable for timber. The industrial ae-
tivity of a considerable portion of Or-
egon |ls groundad on thesa titles. It Is
of importance to the whole public that
some adjustment be made as to the
title to the lands which havs besn sold
by the rallroad company. Passing over
any legal question as to the right of
the Government to forfelt lands which
|ha'-'e been s0ld by the rallroad under
the conditions hereinbefors set forth,

covered by

it Is manifest that these purchasers
have aquities which ought not to be
disregarded.

Equities Are BRecognized.

“It i= the purpos=e of this legislation
to recognize these equlities. The legis-
lation i{=, in actual effect, rather In the
nature of a confirmation of titles. The
suggestion made by the Interior De-
| partment that compromisss be effected
only upon the joint action of the De-
partment of Justice and the Interlar
Departmant was for the purpose of in-
| vestigating each case and recognising
the varying equities of the purchasers
This courss would require the employ-
ment of & numerous fleld force of spe-
cial agents, would prolong the contro-
versy, and probably result In failura
| to =ettle in many inatances.

“The committee, after carsfully con-
sldering ths whole subject and this fea-
turs of it in detall, have reached the
conclusion that the best courss to pur-
sue Is that originally suggested by the
Department of Justica, namely, treat
|all purchasers alike and ssttle with all
of them on a uniform basis. Any other
course would be no materisl Improve-
ment on proceeding through the courts
t;) a final determination of thas litiga-
tion.
| “A brief and partial analysis of the
| paragraphs Is now presented.
| *Paragraph 1 is designed to confirm
|and give Congressional sanction to ths
}proneoding- for forfelture haretofors
| instituted and now pending under the
resolution of . 1905. The desirability
for this provision ls manifest when It
is stated that objections have been
made by the defendants to the form
and procedure adopted by ths Govern-
ment.

“Baction provides that ths Iands
when recovered shall not become sub-
ject to entry under the publlc-land
laws until further legislation s had,
Your committse, after carefuily con-
sidering the matter, declded that until
the lands have been recovered and It
has bean ascertalned just what lands
ara for disposition under the publie-
land laws, it will prevent confusion
and many confilicts from arising to deal
| with that featurs of the subject sapa-
rately, Moreover, 1t {5 also necessary
in order to enable the Government to
earry out the compromiss festures with
the purchasers,

New Sults Not Forbidden.

“Section 3 limits to one year the
period in which other sulits may be
brought. The Departemnt of Justice
in the beginning doubted the advisa-
bility of suing any purchaser from the
inilroad company. It may not inatituts
other sults than thosse now pending.
However, the committss recognizes tha
tact that circumsiances may hereafter
come to light which would make de-
girable the (nstitution of new sulta
and it Is not thought best to now for-
bid that

“Section 4 iz the most important pro-
vision in the billL It deals with the
method and terms of compromise to
be made by the Government with pur-
chasers from the rallroad company.

“Decrees based on stipulations are to
be entered adjudging that the lands
are forfelted to the United States. The
defendants are to be permittad to pur-
chass the lands clalmed by them at
$2.50 per acre. This in to operate as
A compromise of all claims of the
Tnited States for waste or (respass
This provision applics only to lands
patented to the rallroad company and

1

sold by it. It does not apply to lands
that have not been patented or to lands
that the railroad still claims.

“Bectlon & makes clear that section
4 as to compromise does mot apply to
the main sult agalnst the Oregon &
California Railroad Company et al

“Bection 6 merely seeks to preserve
the right of forfeiture by declaring
thst nothing in this act shsall ba taken
as a condonation or walver of any con-
dition in the grants or right ot the
United States to forfsiture.

“The bill on the whole is designed
to guard and strengthen the righta of
the Govarnment as agalns the rallroad
company, which in the opinion of the
committea can present no equities or
claime to equitable considerstion, It
also recognizes the equities of pur-
chasers from the rallroand company and
seeks to provide for a falr and speedy
adjustmsnt with them. Taking Into
consideration the terms of the original
grants, the fallure to place the condi-
tions of the act of 1869 In the patents,
the acquisscence by the Government in
the sales and the acceptance*by It of
titles from the rallroad; having regard
also to the character of the landa,
which render the greater portion of |
them unfit for cultivation: and cnn—|
sildering local conditions In Oregon, as
well as the rights and interests of thv|
Government, it is believed that this
legisiation presents the falrest solution
of the controversy that can be devised.
