SHUN DRAWS II LESSON

SCHOOL. BASEMENTS FOR POLL-

ING PLACES IS VRCED.

School Board Member Advocates Ed-

ucational, Social ,nd Civic
jTBimciiiis.

Irawintr a lesson from the recent
:tty and general elections R. L. Sabin.
a member of the school board, speak-
ing at the Unitarian Church. Seventh
tnd Yamhill. Sunday night, declared
hat schoolhouse basements should be

jsed tor polling places, or at least tor
ountlnir the ballots. He told of the

experiences of election boards all over
the city in their tents, inadequately
heated ami poorly lighted, and of the
hardship that such conditions Impose
on many men called to serve as clerks
and judges.

Mr. Sabin expressed pleasure at the
growth of the Wlea of usine school-hous- es

as social centers. "More and
more people are coming; to realize that
sihoolhouses are public property." he
sai.l. "and are learning to devote them
to public uses." Heferrln to the nu-

merous political meetings held In Port-
land schoolhouses during the late cam-
paign. Mr. Sabiii said that he only
wished there had been more.

-- In these days of increased responsi-
bility on the individual citizen, imposed
by the initiative and referendum. It
seems that mme plan must be devised
for the people to come together and
discuss municipal. 6tate and National
problems," said Mr. Sabin, "and 1 hope
to see the time come when every
schoolhouse will be a public forum in
which the people will congregate to
turapare ideas and talk things over.
We used to do this in our little old
country schoolhouses, and it Is im-

portant that we revive the practice in
these later days, when the problcmg
that confront us are so numerous and
comple.v."

Mr. Sabin's address dealt with the
improvement of school grounds and the
more general public use of school
property, and that school buildings and
grounds should have a triple use. edu- -

ational social and civic was the cen
tral idea. He told of the work of the
school board in increasing the area of
school grounds wherever possible and
how, in acquiring new grounds, care Is
taken to get plenty of space. He spoke
of the work of improving the grounds.
of the addition of equipment, ior atn-let- ic

play and of the Interest the chil-

dren are taking In manual training,
domestic science and gardening.

Inasmuch as about a third of all
money collected in taxes is expended
for school purposes, he bespoke a
broader interest in school matters and
asked his hearers to Infirm themselves
thoroughly on school affairs, as well
aa on other public matters. A reading
of School Clerk Thomas last report was
recomniended.

WEATHER CONDITIONS.
The barometer Is relatively low over Brit-

ish Columbia and relatively high over Cali-
fornia. A storm of decided character Is cen-
tral over Kansas, and a high pressure area
overlies the South Atlantic and East Gulf
States. P'lring the last 24 hours moderately
heavy rains have fallen In Oregon. Washing-
ton and along the California coast as far
south as San Francisco. In connection with
the Kansas storm, about the only precipita-
tion was in Colorado and in the form of
rain which later turned to snow. A maxi-
mum vrind velocity of txl mlies occurred dur-
ing the day at North Head, and the highest
velocity at Portland was ft miles from the
southwest, at 2 'JS P. M. It is much cooler
In the Central Plateau States, and generally
warmerJn the Atlantic Statas On the Pa
clfie Coast the temparaJures have remained
nearly stationary.

The conditions are favorable for rain In
this district today, with no marked changes
in temperatures. The winds along the coast
will slowly diminish in velocity.
