Lesser Figures Mean Loss to Dis-
trict of $112,000—FProposed 5.5
Miil Levy to Stand.

Intended purchases of sites for fu-
ture bulldings, it was declded by the
Board of Education at 4 meeting yes-
torday, necessarily must be walived,
dus to the discovery that the aggre-
gats of property valuations In the dis-
trict will not exceed $210,000,000, as
against $320,000,000 as origlinally con-
tsmplated.
