Bran and shorts were
auoted 50 cents lower yesterday than last
week, and if the weather continues un-

changed and the mills still operate as they
have been doing, a further reduction In

Trading During the Day Is Dull and

Eff.l'ORK, De& 23. The irregular fluc-

tuations of stocks today Indicated that the
market waa still on an uncertain footing.
The trend as a whole, however, was toward
a lower level and at the end of the day a
large part of the leading Issues had fallen
a point or more. Trading was dull and pro-
fessional.

Uncertainty whether the Supreme Court
would announce its decision in the Minne-
sota rate case restricted trading in the
morning and the bear element took ad-
vantage of the situation to bring about a
recession. With the announcement that no
decision would be announced today, there
came a sharp upward movement, during
which Union Pacific rose two points above
the last quotation on Saturday. The gains
were nuick.lv lost, however, and during the
remainder of the session, the tendency was
downward.

The call money rate rose to six per cent
late In the day, which may havo been a
factor in the heaviness of the stock market.
With the easing of the strain In Europe,
less apprehension is felt as to the monetary
condition at the end of the year.
