The wool tariff waj
ti.c issue and the manufacturers pre-
sented an almost unbroken alignment
against reduction of duty on woolen
c.cth and ready-mad- e clothing, though
favoring reduction of the duty on raw
wools.

It was the most strenuous fight made
at this session of Congress against the
Democratic plan for revision of the
duties In the coming extra session.

Schedule Never Cut.
"your schedule never has been cut

in the memory of living men." suggest-
ed Representative Palmer, of Pennsyl
vania. to A. M. Stafford, of Cleveland.
Mr. Stafford contended that the tariff
could be reduced in the event the Demo-
cratic party chose to take the responsi-
bility for a possible reduction of wages
of the woolen mill employes. The wit
ness testified to 8 per cent dividend
from his mill last year and Representa
tive Harrison, of New York, suggested
that it was rather unbecoming for him.
in view of tho big profits of the in-

dustry, to hold out a threat of wage
reduction.

Through William Goldman, of New
York, its president, the National Asso-
ciation of clothiers, declared that while
free wool was desirable, a move to put
wool on the free list was too revolu
tionary. He said the association In
dorsod the proposed Democratic rate
of 20 per cent ad valorem on raw wool.

Hill Mn I.Ike Prraeat Law.
The National Association of Manu-

facturers, comprising 100 of the woolen
mills of the country, through its Presi-
dent. John P. Woods, of Philadelphia,
presented a tentative schedule of rates,
hut Mr. Wood admitted that the sched-
ule was approximately the same as the
present tariff law.

The committee showed no signs to-

day of changing Its tentative plan for
a revised woolen schedule along the
lines of the Democratic bills of the
two previous sessions of this Congress,
which provided for 20 per cent ad
valorem on raw wool and from 35 to 50
per cent on cloths, ready-mad- e cloth-in- s

and other articles.
The testimony tonight bore on

worsteds, camel's hair, flannels, yarns
nd the finer grades of dresses. F. A.

Flllnwood, of Califorpia. secretary of
tho State Woolgrowers Association
and representing the National associa-
tion, asked that a specific duty of about
18 per cent be levied on the scoured
content of imported wool.

.Most of the pleas were for retaining
present tariff rates.

BILL IS AIMED AT UNFIT

Vth legislature Considers Passing
Sterilization Law.

SALT LAKE. CITY. Jan. 27. To pre-
vent the propagation of criminals, im-
becile and others whose mental or

condition might tend to retard
the advancement of the race, a bill was
introduced in the Utah House of Rep-

resentatives today by Dr. Jane W.
kelfield. providing for a state bureau

nf eugenics to govern marriages and
for the sterilization of the unfit.

If the bill becomes a law, a certifi-
cate of physical and mental fitness
must be obtained before a marriage
license Issues. Certain criminals and
the incurable Insane would be subject
to sterilization.

The bureau would not only control
marriages, but would keep a record
ami use such knowledge for the pur-
pose of furthering the human welfare
or. as one Representative declared,
for achieving the "superman.'

for their customers at the time the
customers' orders are executed.

"A law clearly prohibiting Insolvent
brokers from continuing to buy and
sell after they Have become insolvent.

"A law making it a criminal offense
to issue any statement qr publish any
advertisement as to the value of any
stock or other security or as to the
financial condition of any corporation
or company Issuing or about to issue
stock or securities, where any promise
or prediction contained in such state-
ment or advertisement Is known to be
false or to be not fairly justified by
existing conditions."

Barketaaops Prwaed I'pom.
Governor Pulzer also recommends,

but leaves to the Legislature for deci-
sion, changes In existing laws and the
enactment of .new laws governing
short sales, the hypothecation of securi-
ties, bncketshops, usury (under which

he classes the raising of call
money rates to more than 6 per cent),
the relations between exchanges and
the consolidation of exchanges.

In his message, he says in part:
"That evils requiring Immediate

remedy exist Is beyond dispute. These
evils are easily discovered and readily
stated, but the remedies to be applied
require deliberate consideration and the
most delicate adjustment to meet the
situation, so as to benefit the public at
large, and at the same time not disturb
economic and industrial conditions.

Members Igaare CaadlUsaa.
"It is dwmonstrated that the mem-

bers of the exchange are aware of these
occurrences, but ignore them; mani-
festing a surprising indifference to the
public Interest and to the reputation of
the. exchanges, which often Is be-

smirched by these vicious operations.
"It now is conceded by some of the

officials that a gambling taint Is pres-
ent in some of the transactions a con-

cession that confirms the general
opinion.

"It lias been established that trans-
actions that are In their nature ficti-
tious, which make manipulations pos-

sible, are carried on without serious at-
tempts at restraint.

"Abuses of the mechanisms and vio-

lations of just and equitable principles
of trading are treated leniently, in- --

irl of being vigorously condemned.
T!i testimony before a committee

of ths House of Representatives, while

showing that in cases many members
have been punished for extreme viola-
tions of the rules, also indicates quite
clearly that there are habitual evasions,
undisclosed because not Investigated.

"The men who have been entrusted
with the power to regulate the operar
tlons of these exchanges, sometimes
have displayed inexcusable laxity in
their duties to the public. Since they
have failed to exercise the power to
prevent such clearly vicious abuses, the
authority of the state must be invoked.

"It seems to me the necessary ma-
chinery of these exchanges is often em-
ployed with impunity by, or through
members, to commit depredations upon
the public.

"These things must be stopped. An
enlightened public opinion demands It.
An exchange In which they occur
ceases to be a legitimate market and
becomes a powerful mulcting Instru-
ment.

"So long as transactions are not in-

tended to mislead and do not infringe
upon the rights of others, they should
not be interfered with, but transactions
that are fraudulent in their nature
should be rigorously prohibited.

Rigorous Laws Proposed.
"I urge upon you the prompt enact-

ment of laws to end these shifty
schemes, and to forbid these clever
combinations to catch the unwary and
to mislead the public.

"The subject of short sales
is one requiring your serious consider-
ation. A contract to sell property
which a man does not own at the time,
but with wjiich he can provide himself
in time for the performance of his con- -

tract. Is a general transaction in vari
ous branches of business. The best
views seem to be that short selling In
ami of itself Is not wrongful, but the
abuse of this practice works injury to
the public.

"Your efforts should, therefore, be to
draw a distinction, so that what will be
condemned is the perversion of a legiti-
mate form of business to improper ends.

"The entire subject should receive
immediate consideration, and all the
necessary modifications of existing law
tor the protection of tne investing puo-li- c.

should be made promptly, and all
acts productive of such losses which
now are merely a matter oi civil lia-
bility should be brought nnder the
condemnation of the penal law."

Governor Sulzer said tonight that at
his request bills embodying his spe-cifi- o

recommendations for proposed
legislation are being dratted for intro-
duction into the Legislature. The Gov-

ernor's message was referred without
comment in both houses to commit-
tees.

Senator Wagner, the majority leader,
announced that he would confer at
once with legislators and others Inter
ested in the question, but that no ac-

tion would be taken "until all sides
have had a fair hearing."

ROSEBURG ILL BURNS

PLAXT OF H. R. STAGGS & SOXS

DESTROYED BY. FLAMES.

Buildings of Oldest Industry in
Douglas County Go Quickly.

Owner AVIH Rebuild.

ROSEBURG, Or Jan. 27. (Special.)
-- Fire which apparently ignited from a

defective flue tonight completely de-

stroyed the Roseburg flouring mill
owned and operated by R. II. Staggs

Son. When first discovered the
flames wereconfined to the rear of tho
mill and In the vicinity of tne oftice.
TTTe structure burned fiercely and with-
in an hour it was reduced practically to
a pile of ashor.

All available fire-fighti- apparatus
in the city was brought into play, and
by hard work a number of otaer duiio- -
inKs were saved. Although unable to
furnish exact figures tonight Mr. Staggs
estimates his loss at J9000. including the
building, stocks and machinery. Against
this loss he carried 15000 insurance.

Tonight's conflagration destroyed one
of eight landmarks and the oldest in
dustry in Douglas County. Tne mm
was first occupies in isoo
Nes and was operated by him for a few
years when It was sold to John Rast.
Mr. Rast continued to operate tne mm
until his death when it was abandoned.
Three o ears ago it was purchased bj
Mr. Staggs who has since continued tne
business. The mill will be reDuut.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 27. Only the
signature of President Taft now is
needed to the resolution of Congress

INAUGURAL

partments to carry out its plan for" the
ceremonies incident to the Inaugura-
tion of President-ele- ct Wilson.

Senator Sutherland said he bad been
instructed to report the resolution with
such an amendment unless such ar-

rangements were made between the
cnffrairiats the War Department and
the inaugural committee.

Suffragists Pleased at Outcome.

STATE PRIXTER LOSES 3IOXEY

Overtime Paid to Rush Flood of
Measures Proves Expensive.

STATE CAPITOL, Salem, Or., Jan. 27.
(Special.) Some of the printed bills

of the present legislative session are
proving a dead loss to the State Printer,
according to figures which have been
prepared.

The large number of bills introduced
this year 149 in two weeks as against
297 in the same time two years ago
has crowded the State Printer, but by
running overtime and nights a record
has been made for getting the work
back to the Legislature. "Already,"
said State Printer Dunlway today, "we
have printed and delivered 150 more
bills this session than were Introduced
during the first two weeks of the 1911

session, not including several which
have been reprinted. Also the Legis-
lature Is now ordering 400 to 480 copies
of many bills against the 240 generally
ordered two years ago. Of the largest
bill, the insurance code, 2400 copies
were ordered. I am paying so much
overtime, time and one-ha- lf and double
time, that the bill work Is unprofitable,
but the work is being put out I ex-

pect the crush of work will' be over in
ten days more. The insurance code is
a bill of 192 pages. The cost to the
state of 2400 copies is as follows:

"Paper, Including over 29 reams of
book, or 2093 pounds, $105.73; freight
and cartage. $4.75; to State Printer for
composition and presswork, $273.89; to
the binders, J47.75, or a total of
$432.12."

The State Printer expressed the hope
that this would be the last bill of the
kind, as it has cost him $68.18 more
than the $373.89 he will receive as pro-
vided by law. One other long bill, the
game code, is on hand. This he ex-

pects to have finished by Tuesday
night or Wednesday afternoon.

OREGOX CITY IXVADES SALEM
