Father of Tarred-and-Feath-
ered Boy Swears Out Com-

SCHOOL HEAD CRITICISED

Samuel Sutor Charges Dr. Hill, of
Military Institution, With At-
tempt to Cover Up Faets,

Neglect Also Intimated.

Decply angered by treatment ac-
corded hls son, Clalre, 17 years old,

mates at HIN Military Academy as part
of an *“iInitintion” procesa in tha school

dormitory Monday night, October 13,
Eamuel Sutor, a hotelman of Chiliiwack,
B. C, 8 In Portiland determined to
#ift the affalr to the bottom.

Mr. Sutor arrived hers Saturday after
having communicated with Sheriff
Word, who Investigated the hazing, He
withdrew his son from the school that
rame night. The hoy Is now with hils
father at the Multnomah Hotel,

After a conference with Depuly Dis-
trict Attorney McGuire yesterday, Mr.
Sutor csusad dellnquent complaints to
be sworn out against seven boys at the
school sald to have been Involved In
the hazing. He himaelf signed these
complalints, which charge “rubbing ink,
mucilage, shoe blacking and tar and
festhers"” on young Sutor.

Boys Ordered to Court.

Ax the boys are all sald to be under
18 years old, Mr. McGuire turned the
esse over o the Juvenile Court su-
thorities, Peter McIntosh, Chief Proba-
tilon Officer, served notice on each of
the boys to appear before Judge Gatens
Saturday morning.

As Mr, Butor did not know the first
names of the boys, the complalnts wers

made out under *“John Doe" Initials
against these lada: Forbes, EBigelow,
Monroe, Houllhan, Dand, McNell -and
Calhoun,

Afr. Sutor has engaged James FI, Alc-
Menamin as his attorney, and declared
that he may sue Hill Military Academy
for damages. He severaly criticlses the
attitude of the school nuthorities, espe-
cially that of Dr. Jossph A. Hill, who
uttempted to mislead hlm, he declares,
by giving him a false report of the
affalr.

“The first I heard of the hazinz was
in a telegraphic account in the Van-
couver, B, C., newspapers. I Imme-
dlately telegraphed to Dr. Hill to tell
me what had happened. He replied to
the effect that the newspapers hud ex-
aggerated the affair, and tried to make
mse belleve that practically nothing had
been done to the boy.

“Homeona at this end also Induced
my hoy to wire me that the newspaper
atory was Incorrect. I have learned
pinca he was also led to tell the news-
paper which ran the story here over
tha telephone that the hazing didn’t
amount to anything. I find on Investi-
gation that far from ‘overplaying’ the

incident, the newspaper account did
not glve half what was really done
10 my son.

] was not satisfled and telegraphed
to Sheriff Word, whose name had been
mentioned In the news dispatech. He
promptly gave me the facts, and mat
me Saturday night when I arrived,

“I am proud of my boy for the grit
ho displayed. . He would not tell the
names of the boys who assaulted him
until T made him disclose them to mea
and Sheriff Word. He has suffered a
great mental shock, as anyone would
who Is tarred nand feathered, but he re-
fueed to talk about what occurred until l
I came down here to rescus him.” I

Mr. Sutor says that what his son and
Jack King, proprietor of the baths
where the tar was removad from young
Sutar, i= well as the attendant who did
the rubbing, hove told him, has greatly
shocked him.

“The boy was llterally coversd with
tar from head to foot," said Mr. Sutor.
*Two of the boys told him the evening
this took place, ‘You will get yours to.
night! Between 12 and 15 of them at-
tacked him, took off his clothes, tied a
sheat around his head and eyes and
smeared tar all over him,

Horse Brush Declared Used.

“*Thay took a /Jhorse brush and, after
applying the tar with it, rubbed the tar
in with the brush. They put it in his
hair and rubbed It over his body., Then |
they ripped open a plllow, from what 1 |
have been Bbla to learn, and put the
feathers ovaer the tar.”

Mr, Butor asserts that authorities at
the school knew that night that his son
had been hazed, but permitted him to
remaln all that night coversd with tar
and feathers without trying to do any-
thing for him. Next morning, he says,
the boy of his own accord want to the
buth eatablishment of Jack King.

*They had to work over him four
solid hours to remove g tar,” said
the fatlhier, “and then they couldn't get
it all pff. My boy's body even now Is
black and bruised in many places from
the ordeal he went through In having
the tar removed, They had to use tur-
pentine on him, and when they finished
he was almost a nervous wreck. It was
through Mr. King that Sheriff Word
was notifled. As a father, I want to
express my appreciation of that action
by Mr. King, and for what the Sheriff
did, for otherwise I probably would not
have learned anything about {t. Dr.
Hill and the school authoritles made
every effort to hush up the whole
thing.”

Victim Takes to Bed.

Young Claire himself, the son, still
has streaks of coal tar in his halr, He
is rather reéluctant to discuss the af-
falr, but sald that after the bath at-
tendants had worked with turpentine
for two hours, and the pain becams so
great that he had to go to bed for an
hour and a half.

Tom Medle, the attendant at the bath
cstablishment who removed the tar,
sald last night that the boy was llber-
ally plastered with it and that 1is re-
moval was a long process,

“It the authorities at the school had
taken declsive steps to punish tha of-
fenders and had at least let me know
what had happened, I would not feel
this affair so keenly.," sald Mr. Sutor,
*But no father can s=¢e hip own son
tarred and feathered without being
etirred by it. As for the boy's mother,
she was almost prostrated by the news.
I intend to see this case through now.
My object in having these boys sum-
moned before the Juvenlie Court is not
so much to punish them as to have the
whole story brought out.”

The City Councll of Seaside has at
last adopted a plan for the widening
and straightening of Bridge street, the
principal thoroughfare of the city. The
plan appesars to be more satisfactory
than any presented before, judging by
the nmount of frontage which has been
#igoed up in favor of the petition. Some
time ago the Council delegated several
of its members and the City Attornoy
to look up the history of the Eridge
atreet case and make a report to the
Council, This was dons at the last
specinl meeting, and the report recoms-
mended that {nasmuch as many of the
records of the past are missing or mia-
Iaid, all actions or attempted actions
of the Council in the past should be
rescinded and a new start made.

The recommendation of the commit-
tes was acted upon and now the new
plan is ready to run the gauntlet of
ths property owners, who may still op-
pose action toward establishing a broad
and nearly straight street from the
Spokane, Portland & Seattle passenger
depot to the ocean front. The new plan
will not interfere with any of the con-
crete buildings thet have besn erected
since the big fire of last year, It will
be 60 feet In width part of the way
and 55 the balance of the distance.

Major Bowlby sald that so far all
rights of way had been glven fresly
gand he did not expect any trouble in
that llne. Agents are now calllng on
the land owners having deeds slgned.
The entire stretech of road through the
county is a new locatlon,

“Our survey through the mountains’™
continued MajJor Bowlby, “is four milas
shorter than the existing road, and
the maximum grade will be 6 per cent,
whereas the grade of the existing rond
is 2§ per cent."
Major Bowlhy estlmates that the
grading ecross the mountainsg will cost
§$125,000, one mile and a half of it be-
Ing through a rocky cliff. TFle expects
to establish a convict camp at the cliff
February 1, the englneer In charge to
be Frank A. Kittredge. Major Bowlby
says nt least 100 convicts will be em-
ployed until the work is finlahed,

Major Bowlhy says that, by the use
of convicts in the mountain grading,
the cost will be about one-third of
what It would be if other labor were
emploved. MajJor Bowlby savs that the
surveys so far made are remarkably
free from curves.

SOUTHERN PAGIFIC
5 READY T0-FIGHT

Road Will Battle in Courts to
Retain Control of Cen-
tral Property.

KRUTTSCHNITT TELLS PLAN

Chalirman of Board Does Not Think
Government Has Right to ¥orce
Company to Give Up Line anu
Which Long Leonse Is Held.

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 20—(Spe-
clal.)—For the first tlme since the
Unlon Pacific was compelled by the
Government to loose {tsm hold on the
Southern Pacific an official of the
Southern Faclfic has outlined the pol-
ley of Jie company with reference to
the plan of the Wilson Adminlstration
to compel the sale of the Centrnl Pa-
cific. The statement comes from Jullua
Kruttschnitt, chairman of the Southern
pacific board. It is this:

“We are making no threats, but we
are violating no law in retalning the
Central. The Southern Pacific and the
Centrul were built by the same men
and always hpve been operated as n
unit. If the Government begins sult,
we shall resist it.”

Legal Question Involved.
There is a nice legal question in-
volved, to which the attorneys of the
Southern Pacifle have been giving close
attention and study for many months.
It is whether the Government has pow-
er to make the provislons of the Bher-

means ready to make.

The Central Paclfic was leased to
the Southern Pacific In 1885, for a
period of 89 years, and the sale of the
Central Paclfic stocks to the Bouthern
algo was made before the BSherman
law was onacted. There 1s doubt
whether even the United States Gov-
ernment hhs power to compe! a sala or
dissolution, under such circumstances,
which amounts to making the opera-
tion of the Sherman law ex post facte,
and consequently forbidden by the Con-
stitution of the Unlited Btates.

Property to Be Inspected.
Mr, Kruttschritt, who arrived in San
Franclsco last night, says that he Is
not here to indulges In any machina-
tion agninst the peace and dignity of
the United States, but to make an in-
spection of the properly of the Bouth-
enr Paclific in California. He snys that
he has every confidence that the South-
ern Paclfic will win this sult on polnts
of fact, as well as law, If Attorney-
General McReynolds pushes tha case
inté tha courts, as {s now threatened.

Mr, Kruttschnitt has littla to say
about the situation of the Third and
Townsand depot. Ha says the com-

pany is willing to go ahoad, but not
It blocked with Impossible conditions
by the authoritles of San Franclsco.

TWO SAW OUT OF JAIL

LINN COUNTY PRISONERS MAKE
THEIR ESCAPES.

Other Inmates Make No Effort to
Leave but Refuse to Tell of
Plot to Break.

ALBANY, Or., Oct. 20.—(Bpecial.)—
Bawing off five {ron bara, C. B. Smith
and Charles Davidson, both awaiting
the action of the grand jury on felony
charges, escaped from the Linn County
juil last night and are yet at large.

Smith {8 the man whose operations
in Eugene and Albany a month ago are
alleged to have netted him about $1100
worth of property, part of which was
recovered. Duvidson had been in jall
only elght daya.

When Sheriff Bodine locked the men
in the cells last night Smith and David-
son evidently remained out in the cor-
ridor. As many of the prisoners often
g0 into the cells and go to bed before
they are locked up for the night, the
Sherlff didn't tolly them as they went
in. but called the roll after he had
locked them up. Smith and Davidson
both answered to thelr names, but it |s
evident now that at that time they
were standing just outside the rear of
the tlor of the cells nnd probably had
their feces pressed close to the bara so
that it would seem their volces came
from inside the cells.

The men sawed off the bars at the
top of & window in the rear of the jalil,
just below the upper crosshar of the
window. They were able to 1lift out
three of tho bars and bant the other
two back. They erawled out on a plle
of wood, which had been pleced agalnst
this window, and it was an easy matter
to climb the iron fence which surrounds
the jail.

Just what hour the escaps ocourred
{2 not known, as the other prisoners re-
fuse to talk about it. None of the five
other inmates made any sffort to erawl
through the open hole to lberty.
