All he can
get is one year in prison and a fine
of $500 and yet the dallberation with
which he schemed his crimes makes
him worse than a munrderer,

Wishes of Great Japanese
Statesman Carried Out.

BRAIN LIKE THAT OF KANT

to Have Resulted
From Cancer, Which, Originating
in Stomach, Spread to Liver.
Princess Is Brave.

TOKIO, ¥Friday, Oct. 24—The brain
of the late Prince Katsura, one of
Japan's greatest statosmen, who dled
Oetober 10, weighed slightly more than
1600 grammes. Prince Katsura was
president of the Japanese Soclety De-
voted to the Study of Cancer, from
which «disesse he died, and in accord-
mnce with his own directions the body
was offered to sclenco and dissected.

This brain weight s s#aldl to be
nenrly the saome as thiat of Kent, the
phllosopher, and heavier than that of
Napoleon TII and Gambetta. It was a
little lightar than that of Bismarck
and about 300 grammes heavier than
the brain of-an average person.

Historle Ceremony Observed.

The post-mortem examination was
conducted under historic Japanese cer-
emony. When all preparations had heen
completed, Dr. Nagavo, & celebrated
surgeon, surrounded by several physi-
cilans addressed the spirit of the de-
parted Prince, saying that In accord-
ance with the dead man's own wishes
he was about to dissect certaln parts
of the body for the benefit of sclence.

After the operation the surgeon
agaln addressed the spirit of the dead
Etatesman, speaking of the complotion
of the task and expressing gratitode
for tha benefit which science would
derive.

Princees Xatsura then approached
the body, utiered a brief praver to
bher husband's spirit. and murmured
that In accordance with his wishes she
had reguested the dissection In the in-
terest of =clence.

Existence of Cancer Proved.

The examination proved that the
Prince was suffering from cancer,
which originated In the stomach and
sprend to the livar. The fact that Prince
Katsura had desired dissectipg was
mnde public by the Princess, who in-
sisted that the examination should be

mada. Her fortitude has created a
profound Impression throughout the
empirs.

President Wilson took ocecasion to
manifest the sympathy of America to
the family of Prince Katsura and to
the people of Japan by sending a beau-
tiful wreath through George W.
Guthria, the American ambassador.
The wreath was conspicuously placed
beslde that offered by the empress-
owager of Japan.
