AIVER WORK VOTED

Fewer Than 200 Go to Polls at
Vancouver Electian.

COMMISSIONER IS CHOSEN

Construction of Jetty From Hayden
Island to Turn Water Townrd
Washington Shore to Scour
Channel Approved.

YVANCOUVER, Wash, Dec, 7.—{(Epe-
clal.)—Though there are approximately
§000 voters in the district comprising
of Vancouver, it is thought
fewear than 200 went to the polls at &
general eclection to elect C. E. Abel,
Port Commisaloner, and approve the

improvement of the Vancouver
barbor of the Columbia River.

The first work to be done will be
the construction of a jelty 2000 feet
long, out from Hayden Island, about a
mile and a half below the big steel
rulirond bridge spanning the Columbla
River here. This jetty will have a ten-
dency to throw the water nearer the
Washington shore line to scour a
deaper channel, Three other dikes
will be built later along the Oregon
slde of the river.

Advertising for bhids for the con-
ptruction of the jetty Iis to be done
first. This will require 30 daya, so it Is
probable that actual comstruction will
not begin before February 1.

In the Port fund now ia about §14,000
and 37000 more coming In this year
from taxes.

It l& planned by the Port of Van-
couver Commissjonérs to work in con-
nection with the Government and share
equally the expenass of improving the
river.
