MUNITIONS AND SUPPLIES
FOR VERA CRUZ.

Other Men and Supplles Hastening
Toward Galveston, While Ships Are
Chartered te Carry Them.

CGALVESTON, Tex., April 24 —Rush
orders to embark for Vera Cruz the
Fifth brigade of Infantry and as much
artillery and cavalry asavallable in the
Second division of the army here weore
recelved from Washington last night

The orders were to take necessary
ammunition and other supplies for at
lenst 30 days. The four transports,
Meade, McClellan, Sumner and Kil-
patrick, loaded and waltlng to go., al-
ready carry supplies for 4500 men for
at least 60 days.

The orders !mpress the fact that in-
fantry and artililery must arrive at
Vera Crux st the earllest possible mo-
meant.

In addition to tha Army transports
already here, a commercial steamer will
be chartered to convoy the troops.

Three torpedo-boat destroyvers, the
Preston, Reld and Flusaer, are avall-
able here to act as convoys to the
transports,

The supplies loaded yesterday in-
cluded 18,000 pounds of medlcine and
drugs.

Four hundred recrults are to arrive
here between tonight ahd Sunday from
New York, St. Louls and Denver.

No cavalry wlll go aboard the four
regular transports, which leave today,
according to last night's plans at dl-
vision headquarters. This is because af
lack of accommodations and the fact
that loading the cavalry probably
would delay the movement of the In-
fantry and artillery.

There are 24 guns of the Fourth Ar-
tiliery here. All thesze guns, including
the battery o be taken today are
of the mountain type.

100 GREEKS EAGER TO GO

Balkan Veterans Will Take Out
Papers; Learn to Read and Write,

FIOQUIAM, Wash, April 24.—(Spe-
clel)—One hundred OGreeks, practically
all of them veterans of service in the
Balkans and now living In Hoquiam
and vielnity, have applled for eonlist-
ment as soldlers in the war with Mex-
lco, It i=s reported they will make
avery esffort to get a chance to enlist
They would be compelled to take out
citizenship papers Ifirst and to learn to
rend and write.

A telogtam was sent to the Army re-
cruiting officer at Portland today and
an answer late tonight advised the
Greeks they could be enlisted, if they
have thelr first papers and can reall
and write.

The Greeks announced they would
take out rirst papers at once and will
omploy tutors and learn to read and
write.

FAMILY COURT HELD VOID

Decision In Detroit Is Mnde After
600 Divorces Granted in Year.

LANSING, Mich., April 24 —(8pecial.)
—The Court of Domestic Relatlons in
Dotroit, established by an act of the
last session of the Legislature, lz un-
constitutional, according to eopinion
handed down by the State Supreme
Court

Sinoe the Domestic Relatlons Court
was Instituted about a year ago Its
Judge, Arthur J. Lacy, has granted 600
divorees. The Supreme Court based its
opinion on the ground that the Domes-
tic Helations Court act fallas within ar-
ticle 5 of ths State Constitution, which
provides that the State Legislature can
pass no local or epecial act.

VOLUNTEER BILL READY

Measure Reported in Congress Rec-
ognizes State Organizations.

WASHINGTON, April 24. — The so-
called volunteer bill, desigmed to put
the volunteer forces of the United
States In war time on a systematic
basis, was agreed to today by the Sen-
ate and House conferees. Ths messurs
contains a provision giving priority to
military organizations which express
through three-fourths of thair mini-
mum enlisted gtrength a destra for vol-
unteer service.

FIRST MEXIGD CITY
NEWS HILTERS OUT

Much Alarm Seizes Mexican
Capital When Seizure of
Vera Cruz Is Learned.

AMERICAN CLUB STONED

City Gradually Subsides and Amer-
lcans Remain Rather Than Join
Refugees—Huerta Sends Guard
to Protect O'Shaughnessy.

WASHINGTON, April 24.—The first
story of conditions in Mexico Clity to
reach Washington through official
sources was forwarded to Secretary
Daniels last night by Rear-Admiral
Fletcher, who gave statements from
LCAmeriean refugees arriving in Vera
Cruz yesterday from the Mexlican capi-
tal. This is the statement:

“First mnews of landing
about moon Tuesday, and
much alarm, followed by
ports in the El Impartial

“Reports not confirmed until 4 P. M
«In the afternoon news was clrculated
that General Huerta would acecede to
the déemands of the United States.
Later General Huerta received the cor-
respondents and stated that he had
definitely refused the demands of the
United States.

“In spite of this, general opinlon
was that some time would elapse be-
fore any definite break in diplomatic
relations would occur. Tuesday aft-

ernoon, after the recelpt of the nmews
of the landing, demonstrations were
made, largely by students and clerks

American Bulldings Stoned.

“Upon the recelpt of further news of
an alarming character, which was
given to the public throuzh additienal
extrae of the papers, the character
of the manifestations became rather
more bolsterous. Rocks were thrown
at some of the American bulldings,
notably the American Club and some
commerclal establishments, It was re.
ported that two Ameriecans, while in-
toxicated, had been killed on the
streets, but no confirmation was ob-
tained. The American colony largely
gathered around the enrbassy, watching
for further newns and particulars from
Vera Crus. ;

“Tuesday night the cable office was
still receiving cables subject to censor.
Early Wednesdrny morning the cable
offica was taken aver by the American
Government. There were manifesta-
tions throughout the night, one of
which wias an attempt to pull down the
statue of Washington. The procesaion
proceeded to the American embassy,
where speeches were made of a paciflc
or patriotic nature.

“Mr., O'Shaughnessy had an interview
with General Huerta Tuesday after-
noon, accompanled by Lisutenant Row-
an. General Huerta promised protec-
tlon to all foreigners, particularly
Americans, and the same evening sent
his chief of staff to the embas=y build-
ing. At the request of Mr. O'Shaugh-
nessy, about 20 federal soldlers guarded
the embassy with a force of elght po-

lice. The American consulate, which
had suffered some damage, was
guarded by a corresponding number

of federal soldiers.

Ralironds Are Selzed.

“The following morning It was an-
nounced the American Government had
taken over the management of the rail-
road and that no tralns would be al-
lowed to leave Mexico City without
gpecial permission.. It was further an-
nounced that all rolling stock on the
Mexican rallroad would be concen-
trated at Apizaco and all of the Inter-
cceanie at Puebla, Remarks were
floated that the British and German
Minlsters were making efforts to send
down a traln with refugees ‘from their
colonles and finally, Wednesday after-
noon, it was announced that such a
train would leave at & o'clock, but It
wial not known until late In the after-
noon whether Americans would be al-
lowed to travel on It. However, at the
station tickets were sold, apparently
to all who presented themselves, with-
out question of natlonality, the approxi-
mate numbers on this train being:

“Americans 160, British, under 50;
German, about 75, and Mexlcans, 300,
