Rallrond Commission to Proceed on
All Vieolations of Act.

SALEM. Or.,, June 15.——(Special)—
Commisisoner Campbell announced to-
day that the State Rallroad Commis-
slon henceforth would Insist upon all
commission merchants In the state ob-
serving the commisison merchant act
enacted by the last Legislature.

The Supreme Court re-
cently decided that Injunction was not
the proper remedy and dismissed the

CHICAGD, June 18.—James A. Gil-
more, president of the Federal League,
came to the defense of that league and
basebnll players In general loday In
response to the statement of B. B
Johnson head of the American Leagus,
that money greed may become the curse
of baseball

“The truth is,” sald Gilmore, “thai
the publie reslizes that for more than
40 years organized baseball’ has held
its players In a state of peonage
while the clud owners have amassed
large fortunes. Nauturally the few
owners who have heretofore enjoyed
the profits from the absolute monopoly
of & business, resent the invaslon of
competition and it hurts them mentally
and financially to be obllged to Egive
some ot the men who earn the money
a part of the large profits’”
