A heavy thun-
der storm has broken the tropical heat; the
temperature Is now much cooler. The sky
la clouded a refreshing rain la coming
down, which will have a most beneficial
effect on the further development of the
laterals. The lice are on the increase and
spreading the entire Alost district. Un-

til the end of July we cannot say whether
the plant will outgrow the vermin, or If the
vermin will overmaater the plant. The at-

tention of buyera Is attracted to a large ex-

tent by the present moderate quotations, but
our own market Is quiet."

NEW YORK, July 23. Resumption of gold
exports to Paris and actual filing of the
Government's suit to dissolve the New Haven
road we-- c the outstanding features of to-

day's heavy and dull stock market.
Paris. Berlin and Vienna were reported as

showing signs of demoralisation. London
sold about 15.000 shures, mostly hlgh-grsd- e

stocks, lit this market and the decline In
Canadian Pacific to Its lowest figure In four
years resulted In part from direct Berlin
selling.

BRAIN OPERATION FAILS

Physicians Unable to Restore Mind
Clouded by Blow on SVrull.

SEATTLE, July 23. A surgical oper-
ation performed upon Jacob Konturri,
a waterfront shanty dweller, who killed
Jack Myrte. an aged neighbor, last May,
and who was acquitted of murder on
the ground of Insanity, was not suc-
cessful In restoring his reason, and
Konturri probably will spend the re-

mainder of his days in a state asylum
for tha insane.

Nine years ago. while Konturri was
working In the hold of a vessel at
Ashtabula, Ohio, he was struck by a

piece of iron which fractured
his skull. The wound did not hea
properly, the brain covering adhering
to the bone.

After his acquittal here the skull was
opened, the brain covering cut away
and the skull reinforced with a silver
plate. Konturri is convalescent, but hi
mind la still clouded.

Unfavorable crop advices from Rus-
sia and Argentina counted also against the
bears. In addition, country acceptances on
overnight bide from Chicago were reported
as only fair. The opening was followed by
supplementary gains, but with selling con-

siderably enlarged on the bulge. A decided
dip ensued, but strength again developea,
especially In July. Black rust was reported
to have spread to Manitoba.

Com prices ran up quickly on account of
continued hot dry weather. The bulla were
further encouraged by Argentine dispatches
telling of difficulty In getting corn of suf-
ficiently good grade to fill contracts. The
market hardened a little more and then
underwent a moderate reaction. Subse-
quently prices awung higher than before.
December in particular advancing because of
atop loss orders to buy.

Oata sympathized with corn. Liberal of-

ferings became the rule, however, on the
upturn.

Lark of demand weakened provisions. A

setback In the hog market seemed to make
buyers hold off.
