Today's returns changed lnst night's
Indicated result in only one important
particular, Joseph R. Knowland assum-
ing & commanding lend over Samuel M.

;. Phelan, for the Democratic nomina-
tion, and Francls J. Hene¥, for the Fro-

RAIN IN 83 DAYS SLIGHT

Astoria Records Show Dryest Sum-
mer in Many Years.

ASTORIA, Or.,, Aug, 26.—(Special.)—
Elghty-three days have elapsed since
Astoria was visited by what might ba
termed a raln. It is true there was .12
of an Inch precipitation during the
month of July and the precipitation
thus far this month amounts to .11 of
an inch, but as that amount w=as the
total for six different days, it was lit-
tle more than a heavy fog or mist and
was hardly
dust.

The last rea] raln was on June
when .94 of an inch fell. The tntal
precipitation for the month and thus
far this month is .26 of an inch.
The only time that low record has been
excelled since the records have been
kept was in 15385, when the precipita-
tion for the months of July and August
was .08 of an inch.

WAR HORRORS RELATED

FORMER RESIDENT O0F PENDLETON
WRITES FROM BELGITM.

Thousands Killed, Polydors Moens Sayn
in letter, and “Independence

or Denth,” Cry of AllL

PENDLETON, Or., Aug. 2§.—(Spe-
cial.)—Polydore Moens, a wealthy re-
tired farmer formerly of Pendleton,
now living in Belgium, has written 1o
W. L. Thompeson, president of the Amer-
lcan Netlonal bank, asking that his
money be kept thers subject to call, in-
stend of being sent to Belgium, as he
thinks it safer in Pendleton.

Mr. Moens writes under date of Au-
gust 10,

“rThe war is frightful now—worse,
far, than anyons in America can Imag-
ine, and the Germans now are fighting
on Belgium soll. We are daily expect-
ing tha help of England and France.
There ars thdusands killed here already.
I expect before many days the blood-
jest battla in the history of the world
will be fought here in our country.
You never saw such patriotism in your
1ife. They are drafting thousands, but
they do not need to call for volunteers,
as everybody ia ready to fight to the
last drop of their blood. Married men
ara bidding ‘zoodby to their wives and
children, and going to thelr death while
wives and old folks kneel and pray In
patriotic despair. The cry over the na-
tion, from village to clty, I8: “Inde-

pendenes or Death.” I will not be sur-
prised to seée, before long, Belgium
drenched with blood. If we can, we will
try to get away back to the United
States. Wo have s hard time getting
money here, as the banks have closed
business, and some ¢cannot get enough
to leave, but I have enough for present

needs, and most of us have good friends
to help out. This war is unspeakably

terrible. You can never guess how bad

it i&. Thes papers over in America do
not know half.”
