The declsion to clese was reached
after a prolonged confercnce of the
membars of the State Board of Live-
stock Commissioners with all the lead-
ing #took dealers nnd packers and after
consultation with Governor Dunne.

The Immediate effect of the suspen-
gion order will be to stop the ship-
ment of cattle, sheep and hogs to the

Chicago markest, which amounts to al-
most 100,000 head daily. This alone,
outeide of the meat packing industry,
amounts to a dally bukiness of $1.200,-
000 and affects directly and indirectly
25,000 employves,

The stockyards, it was officially an-
nounced, probably will remain closed
for about ten days. About 75,000 head
of animals now on hand ready for
