“The'" widenprend publicity glven
Tronson's description by the news-
papers dif more toward affecting his
capture than eould a hundred thousand
clrculars malled by the Police De-
partment,” said Chief Clark, "I desire,
on the behalf of the department to
thank the papers of Portland for their
signal services in the pursuit of the
murdarar*

“I believe Fred has committed suleide,
mnd I hope he has” declared the
murderer's brother, Charles., to Detoce
tive Bwennes during the latter's vigil
at the Tronson home Mra Anna
Tronson, mother of the boys, was kept
from knowledge of her son's deed,
until the dsy he was caught, all news-
papera belng hidden from her.

Test of New Fire Esc:;pe At-
tracts Many Spectators.

GIRL CARRIED TO SAFETY

Inventor of Device Jumps From
12th-8tory Window of Selling
Building and Winds Se¢lf Down

Slowly, Stwpping at Will

To demonstrate the success of =
portable fire escape which he has In-
vented, Pater Vegoovl yesterday jumped
from a window on the 12th floor of
thd Selling bullding and in view of a
large street assemblage let himself
down by the apparatus to & lower win-
dow, where he gtopped Lo plck up Miss
Vera Desmond, and continued down to
the gldewsnllk with her in his arma,
Successiul accomplishment of the fent
brougbt loud cheers from the crowd.
The machine Is known as the “Aute-
safe Pocket Fire Escape.' It consists
of a case resembling that of a wind-
ing tape messure. There I8 a pgtrap
arrangement which Is fastened about
the body, Inside the case 18 a steel
line capable of helding $§00 pounds of
dead welght. The end of the line Is
fastened to some solid Tixture in a
window and the weight of the hody
plays out the tape from the real. The
cass is attached  to the strap arrange-
ment which Is placed about the body.
The speed of descent can be rogulated
by the movement of a dial on the case

in which the stecl line ia coilad
In vyesterday's demonstration Mr.
Vescovl used n rope to fasten the de-

vice to the upper wWindow of the bufld-

ing. Climbing out on the window-sill
he adjusted the belt about his body
and bogan his descent. When he

reached one of the lower windows he
stopped by turning the laver on the
caso of his device Miss Desmond,
who is o member of the company play-
ing &t the Lyric Theater, had climbed
out on the window-#ill and he took her
in his arms Again the lever waa
pressed and the descent was made
slowly and safely. Another stop Wus
mads 20 feet from the ground and the
crowd guthered ahout and cheared The
descent to the sldewslk was made
slowly,

1t is sald the fire escape device Is a
success Bnd may come Into genaral
use. It ocoupies but little space And
can bo used under almost any condi-
tions. Other demonstrations avre to be
made by Its {nventar.

BARN MEASURE NOT LIKED

Requirements Sald to Be Too Muach
for Small Pocketbooks.

Because it has been shown that the
city barn erdinance passed by the old
City Councll in 1811 weorks a hardship
on many pergsons and exacts unredason-
able things in connection with barn
vonstruction if strictly enforced. an ef-
fort s to be made to have the meas-
urs amended.
Under the ordinance a barn, no mat-
ter how small, must be fitted with a
concrete floor and connected with the
sawer ar draln into a cesapool.
Much complaint has come from the
campaign of the city health boresu to
require the construction of concrete
floors In all barns, Tt 1s ocontended
that the coneorete Is mo better than a
wator-tight wooden floor, Complajnt
ismade against the sewer requirement
1t I= eald that this Involves a great
deal of expense which many poor peeo-
ple cannot atand.

Chief complaint has come from the
campaign to require concretes floors and
sewer connections in old barns,

That
it should have bacome popular *in a
country like Cermany shows how ecas)y
it is Tor the best of men to revert to
barbarous thoughts and deeda.”
