=1t does not seem possible to as=sight
limits to the radius of action in definite
and uvnverying figures., any mors thad
it is possible to fix beforehand invari-
ably the number of ships necessary to
assure the efféctiveness of any block-
ade. These polnts must be Setermined
according to circumstances in each par-
ticulnr caso of & blockmde,

“It i avident that a blockade will not
be established in the same way on 4

defenscless coast and on & coast pos-

sessing all modern means of defense.
Thera would be no gquestion in lat-
ter cese of applying a rule such ss that
which formerly requlred thut ships
should be stationary uwnd sufficiently
close to the blogkaded places; the Do-
sition would be too dangerous for the
ships of the blockading force which,
besldes, now possesses more powerful
means of enabling them to wateh al-
fectively a much wider zone than for-
merly.

“The radius of action of a blockading
naval force may extend somewhut far,
but as it depends on the number of
ships contributing to the effectivencss
of the blocknda snd Ll anlways limited
by the condition of effectiveness, It will
néver reach remote seas upon which
merchant vessels sall which are, psr-
haps, destined for blockaded ports, but
whose destination may ba contingent
on the changes which clrcumstances
may produce in the blockade during the
voyage.

Neutrals Saved From Risks,

“To sum up, the idea of radius of
action, jolned to that of effectiveness,
that I8 to =ay, Including the =zons of
oparations of the blockading forces, nl-
lows the beillgerent to exercise In an
effective manner the right of blocikade
which Is admitted to be his and, on the
other hand, It saves neutrals from ex-
poaure to the Inconvenlence of block-

ade av a great dJdistance, while It
leaves them free to run the riskas to
which they knowingly expose them-

seives by approaching polnts to which
access is forbidden by the belligerenis’

The United States Naval War College
authoritias point out that, while orig-
inally, under American doctrine, the
area of blockade was not limited, the
definition of the area of operations of
a blockade, even If in sifch & manner as
to Include a large range of high =ea, Is
regardaed as a legitimate not of war,
nnd the belligerent right iz respected:

Specifie Developments Awalted,

The declaration of London and ail
