form Ly the committes appointed for that
purposs and enples are heing sent to ship-
pera throughout the Northwent this week,

per cent required by some shippers angd 50
per cant required by otherm For Roms
Heaution, thera ta ® bhig variation from Is=t
year;: the extra faney grade fa the same.
