MB. LEWIS IS RELIEVED

MR. CAXTIXE BECOMES STATE
HlUnWAY ENGINEER.

Many Pteeea af Aoadwerk Son t Be
Caplcted aad Survey far

Other Ar Ordered.

SALEM. Or, Aug. 17. 8pclL)
John H. Lewia. atate engineer, today
waa relieved of all dutlea and responsi-
bilities In connecUon with highway
work by the btate Highway Commia-lo- n.

Mr. Lewia' bond of 110.000 was
returned to him. and 1. 1. Cantine.
chief deputy state engineer, was placed
in charge of road work.

Mr. Lewis requested th action taken
by the Commission in a letter written
Thursday, and tha Commissioners voted
unanimously tnat the proposal De ac-
cepted. It puts an end to a contro-
versy which has waged between Mr.
Lewis and Governor Wlthycomue and
State Treasurer Kay as to whether Mr.
Lewis or Mr. Cantine waa the actual
highway engineer. Secretary of State
Olcott Intimated that jo would audit
the vouchers of tha department without
Mr. Lewis approving them.

Mr. Cantine reported that the grading
and other work on the
road, th work In Clatsop, Hood Kiver
and Columbia Counties, and one mile
and a half of hardsurfaclng in Jack
aon County, so far aa this year's ap
propriatlou was concerned, would be
completed In one week.
