Plans for two important irriga-
tion projecta in Central Oregon have
been reported to Robert E. iStrahorn.
who has announced plans for extending
railroad facilities to that territory.

It Is proposed also to operate auxiliary
pumping: plants operated by electric
power developed from the main reser-
voir at Thompson Lake.

The. Federal estimate on this project
is J28.10 an acre, with annual interest
charges of not to exceed 6 per cent.

The second project reported is for
30,000 acres In Crook-Count- and it is
announced that a deal has been closed
and funds provided to finance construc-
tion of the Priracle Falls Water &

Power Company, which will handle the
work.

cilv administration proposed an amend-
ment to the city charter permiUikig a
tax levy of 15 mills.

In order to raise the amount called
for by this year's budget, it was
deemed necessary either to levy a tax
of 15 mills or provide for an occupa-
tion tax. Tvo weeks ago a mass meet-
ing of the business men of the city
considered the matter and approved
the action of the City Council in sub-
mitting the amendment.

Little interest was shown thereafter.

ment lost by five votes. An amendment
making the office of City Marshal ap-

pointive instead of elective was car-
ried bv one vote.
