WASHINGTON, Jan. 18.—Frohibition
of the manufacture. importation or sale
of all Intoxicating drinks or habit-
forming drugs in the Philippine Is-
lands, excepting native beverages, was
written into the Phillppine self-govern-
ment bill by the Senate late today by
4 vots of 35 to 23,

The prohibition amendment as orig-
inally Introduced by Senator Gronns
made no exceptions, but before the vote
it was modified, at the urgent sugges-
tion of Senator Hitohcock, chalrman of
the Philippines committes. It precipi-
tated lively debate, Senator Hitchcock
insluting that Congress in a measure
designed lo extend self-government to
the Filipinos should not undertake to
legisizte for them in matters perialn-
Ing to their personal Lliberty.

He declnred also that such legislation
would arouse a Storm of disapproval
among the natives and precipitate dis-
order.
