Proposal Made Allies That
Neutral Ships Be Unarmed,

Even for Defense.

ACCEPTANCE IS NOT LIKELY

More Probably Result of Submarine
Attacks Expected to Be Group-in-g

of Vessels, Which Will
Sail TTnder Convoy.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 23. (Special.)

President Wilson has proposed to the
cowers that in view of the German
pledge to observe the principles of hu
inanity and international law in sab-mari- ne

operations mercantile
craft they assent to a new doctrine pro-
hibiting the arming of merchant ships
for defensive purposes.

This action on the part of the Presi
dent is revolutionary. If Jt is adopted
the policy of the United States in the
beginning of its Independence will be
reversed. American ships in time of
peace or war will not be permitted to
carry Runs to defend themselves
against a possible enemy.

Decision Follows Persia Affair.
The decision of the President was

made, according to a member of the
Cabinet, when the British liner Per
sia waa sunk with a loss of a large
number of men. women and children,
Including a United States consul. The
Persia was armed with a 4.7-in- gun,
and this fact, it was contended, might
handicap the Administration here in
making representations to the Central
Powers. In the meantime tne Admin
istration has come to the conclusion
that it can do nothing about the case
of the vessel, in vie wof the absence of
evidence establishing how she was de-

stroyed.
Prior to the destruction of the Per-

sia the Italian liner Ancona was sunk,
with the loss of nine American citi-sen- s.

The Ancona waa shelled by an
Austro-Hungari- submarine and had
no weapon to defend herself. In order
to avoid the same experience, the Ital-
ian government ordered the Italian
liner Verdi to arm with two three-inc- h

guns. The State Department did not
rermit that vessel to leave New York
except under a pledge in writing from
the Italian Ambassador that the guns
she carried would be used only lor de-
fensive purposes.

Gnu Complicate AnpiBwat
The mere fact ef the presence of

guns, however, makes It difficult, if not
impossible, in the view of this Govern-
ment, for a submarine to operate
against a merchant ship. Consequently
the latter, which is frail, cannot come
to the surface to pay the visit and
search which international law re-
quires, and there is thus placed in the
hands of the central powers an argu-
ment for sinking mercantile ships with-
out warning. On the other hand, it is
pointed out that by compelling mer-
chant ships to remain unarmed they
Mace themselves In a condition where
their passengers and crew can be treat-
ed precisely the same as" were the

and crew of the Ancona.
The practice of arming merchant

, ships in self defense has prevailed since
olden times. This action was necessary
in the days of pirates and later of pri-
vateers. In 1815, Justice Marshall, of
the United States Supreme Court, de-
clared in the case of the Nerelde: "A
belligerent - merchant vessel) has a
perfect right to arm In her own de-
fense. The Nerelde was armed, gov-
erned and conducted by belligerents. It
la true that on her passage she had a
right to defend herself, did defend her-
self, and might have captured an as-
sailant vessel: but to search for the
enemy would have been a violation of
the charter party and of her duty."

Status ef Crew Defined.
The United States naval war code of

lflno says: "The personnel of merchant
vessels of an enemy who in self-defen- se

and In protection of the vessel placed
in their charge resist an attack are
entitled if captured to the status of
prisoners of war."

Germany has always maintained that
an enmy merchant ship has no right
to resist capture. Dr. George Schramm,
legal adviser to the German Admiralty,
sought to prove that "from the point
of view of the modern law of war there
is no legal foundation for the rule al-
lowing a merchant ship to defend it-
self."

Such a policy was in the interest of
Germany, since she realized . that in
case of war with Great Britain her
own vessels would be tied up In ports,
while the British mercantile marine,
through the sea power of the British
fleet, would keep the seas and thereby
be open to attack by submarines.

Convoys Probable Outcome.
The first Lusitania note was a step

toward the realization of the prin-
ciples for which this Government has
been contending for a long time the
immunity of private property at sea.
The position now taken places the
realization of that principle out of the
question. By proposing that merchant
vessels shall not be equipped with guns,
American vessels, in case we should
ever become Involved in war, would
be stopped from taking on board a
single weapon for use against attack.

It is not at all likely that the allies
will consent to deprive their merchant
craft of means of defense. The Ancona
ia too fresh In their minds. What is
likely to happen is the return to the
old system of grouping merchant ves-
sels together and providing them with
convoys. In this event the world. In-

Raid Hade After Interval.
Some of the London newspapers were

not satisfied with this statement, point-
ing out that British headquarters re-
ports showed the loss of 16 aeroplanes
in a month.

OF RIGHTS

All . Nations- - Free to Pursue
Happiness, but Must Not

Hamper Others.

ALL STAND EQUALLY IN LAW

Right to Preserve Existence Held
Not to Justify Unlawful Acts

Against Innocent and Un-

offending States.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 23. A Pan- -
American "Declaration of the Rights of
Nations," prepared by Secretary Lan-
sing and Dr. James Brown Scott,
and adopted In executive - session
by the American Institute of Interna-
tional Law at its recent convention
held here under the auspices of the

Scientific Congress, was
make public today by Dr. ficott. presi-
dent of the institute.

Although the declaration lacks the
formal ratification of the 21 American
republics and therefore is not an offi-
cial document, its framers believe that
it correctly sets forth the official views
of all the American common welths. Be
fore the institute was called on to con-

sider it, the declaration was submitted
to and approved by the chief author-
ities on International law in the South
American republics. Including Ambas-
sador Suarez and Dr. Alejandro Alvarez
of Chile. It was unanimously adopted
January 6 by the Institute, whose mem-
bership ot 10S Is made up of five ex-
perts on International law from each
of the 21 American republics.

Rlarht to Exist Defined.
The declaration, it is said, embodies

the institute's conception of only ele-
mental national rights and will be
further considered at the next meeting
of the institute in Havana next year.
It contains five primary sections which
were fashioned with the United Statas
Declaration of Independence in mind as
a model and which read as follows:

"1. Every nation has the right to
exist, to protect and to conserve its
existence; but this right neither Im-

plies the right nor Justifies the act of
the state to protect itself or to con-
serve Its existence by the commission
of unlawful acts against innocent and
unoffending states.

"2. Every nation has the right to
Independence in the sense that it has
a right to the pursuit of happiness and
is free to develop itself without inter-
ference or control from other, states,
provided that in so doing it does not
interfere with or violate the Just rights
of other states.

"3. Every nation is in law and be-
fore law the equal of every other state
composing the society or nations, and
all states have the right to claim, and,
according to the Declaration of Inde-
pendence of the United States, to as-
sume, among the powers of the earth,
the separate and equal station to which
the laws of nature and of nature's God
entitle them.

Internal Jurisdiction Complete.
"4. Every nation has the right to

territory within defined boundaries and
to exercise exclusive jurisdiction over
this territory and ail persons whether
native or foreign found therein.

"5. Every nation entitled to a right
by the law of nations is entitled to have
that right respected and protected by
all other nations, for right and duty
are correlative, and the right of one is
the duty of all to observe." ;

Additions and legal citations support-
ing the various articles of the Declara-
tion supplement the Declaration itself.
For example, the United States Su-

preme Court decision on the Chinese
exclusion law is quoted in support of
the rierht to preserve itself against en
croachment "It matters not," said this j

decision, "in what form such aggression
and encroachment come, whether from
the foreign nation acting in its national
character or from vast hordes of Its
people crowding in upon us."

WOMAN SATS MODERN STRUGGLES

Mile. Ioteyko, First of Sex to Lecture

at Collexe of France, to Explain
Effects ef Fatigue.
