Son's Conditlon Serious,

Harvey W. Jones, the son, s in a
serious condition at the hosplital with
burns on the body and head. His wife,
Hettle Jones, s now on a visit in the
Coos Bay country.

The mnorth and south sides of the
garage were blown out by the farce of
the explosion, and the three men were
hurled 60 feet. The gnrage contained
two automobiles, one In a dismantled
condition. The explosion blew tools
and pieces of fron and steel mngainst
the Jones residence, some fect away,
with such force that door panels were
broken and windows were smashed,

Mr. Schettler was sitting in the Jones
hgne when he heard the explosion thut
seemed to rock that part of the city
Aand was of much violence. He cannot
account for the aceldent, and savs the
three went to the garage to fill an
acetylene tank.

Mr. Jones Son of Plonecr.

Elthu K. Jones was the son of Justus
Jones, venergble lumber mill operator
In Oregon, one of ths first lumbermen
and logsing operators in the =tate, and
2 brother of John H. Jones, of the
Jones Lumber Company. one of the
ploneer enterprises of the state.

Mr. Jones eame to Oregon in 1853
with his father. They sottled at

latskanle, Columbia County, eventu-
ally, and Ilater established thes Jones
sewmlll In Portland, where in 15983
Mr, Jones' father dled while at work.
The family 1s related to the famous
Bacon famlly, of England, and repre-
sents an unbroken line of Purltan
atock.

Washington County, seven miles from
Portland, in 1855, In 1870 the father
and son opened thelr mill in Portlamnd.
This was the beginning of what in
1871 toock the form of the first steam
mill, which was erected on Macadam
road. That mill was burned Iin 1873
and again in 1889 was destroyed by
fire through =sparks from a loecomotive.

From Car Shortage.

ABERDEEN, Wash, Jan. 7.—(Spe-
clal)—Mills of the Grays Harbor dis-
trict shipped more than 25,000 cars of
forest products in 1915, which ia T000
more cars than were ever sent out of
thls district in a previous year. The
shipments contained more than 500,000,-
000 feet of lumber and 560,000,000 shin-
gles, besldes many carloads of sashes,
doors, spars, piano sounding boards,
boxshooks and other wood producls

The 19516 cargo business amounted to
298,334,000, so that the total out of all
Grays Harbor mills, lying between Cen-
tralia and Moclips amounted to about
£00,000,000 feat In 1918

Shipments by rall would have been
much heavier had it not been for the
car shortage which has been prevalent
for the past four or five months. Or-
ders for rail shipments are plentiful
now—axceedlng conslderably the num-
ber of cars avallable to handle the
buslness,

Due to the cargo shortage, the miil-
men have sought during the past 13
months to develop rafl business and
many mills which formerly shipped al-
most entirely by boat now huve a good
rall business, which they probably will
hold even after ships become plentiful
agaln.

GOLD REACHES NEW YORK_

Another Shipment of $25,000,000
Arrives From Europe.

NEW YORK, Jan, 7—Gold amounting
to $26,000,000, one of the largest ship-
ments received In a single day since the
present movement irom abroad began,
arrived here today from Halifax, Nova
Scotla, and was deposited at the Sub-
Trenaury. )

Twenty automobile trucks, each with
armed guards, were reqgulred to trans-
port the gold, which was packed In
800 boxes, from the rallroad station to
the Sub-Treasury. A force of 356 clerks
was kept on duty today to recelve the
shipment. TTnusual secrecy was ob-
garved, It was said, regarding the rounts
of the gold, which came on heavily
guarded express cars through Canada.
