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GALL FOR 500,000

VOLUNTEERS READY

Department Plans to Enlist

Regulars and Guards for
. Length of War.

OFFICERS ARE SKEPTICAL

Belief Is That Opponents of Con-
scription In Congress WIill Be
Shown That Old Methods
Will Not Mecet Necessity.

YASHINGTON, April 12.—The War
Pepartment prapar=sd today to issuas in-
structions to recruiting officers which
would be In effect a call for 500,000
voluntears to fill up the regular Army
and the existing unita of the National
Guard.

All recruits enlisted alnce the deo-
laration of war and those to be en-
listed herecafter will be notified that
they will bs discharged at the close of
ths war, putting them in the status of

r-time volunteers.

4358 Enlist fan 10 Days.

A total of 4356 men already havs
been enrolled tn the regular Army who
will eomea under such statua, This num-
ber of recrulie was accepted during the
first 10 days after the passage of tha
war resolution.

Analysis of the pending Administra-
tion hill as it affects .the regular Army
nnd the National Guard shows that
provision Ia made for tha absorption of
617,868 wolunteers. Of these 161,518
will be needed to fill up the regular
Army and 206,349 for the Nationsal
Guard.

As 150,000 men must be withdrawn
from these two services within six
months to train tha first 500.000 Incre-
ment of the selective conscript army,
thelr places must be taken by that
oumber of additional voluntieers.

Army Men Skeptical

By this pilan, while abrorbing the
volunteer spirit of tha country, the
feasibility of depending entirsly upon
volunteers will be demonstrated. Army
officers are certaln that it will show
Congress, where there are some doubta
of the selective conscription plan, that
conecription ia necessary to meaintain
an army adequate to meet the present
situation,

The House military committea today
agreed to close all hearings on the new
Army bill next Saturday, when oppo-
nents of the conscription plan will ba
heard for three houra.
bill will be taken up for dragfting It
In its final form for prospects of report
to the House next weelk.

Conseription Is In Doubt.

Chalrman Dent, eager for a unani-
mous report, while personally opposed
to canscription, Is willlng, If necessary,
to yield his own convictions In the in-
terest of a united satand.

Whether the committes will retaln
the Administration conseription pro-
vislon or compromise with a voluntesr
plan for a certain period with ultimate
resort to draft is yet to be determined.

Kreus Zeltung Declares Germany

Will Defeat Thirteen Hundred
Millions of Enemies.

AMSTERDAM, April 11, via London,
April 12.—The American Army s held
up to ridiculs by Major Moraht, writing
in the uveutsche Tages Zeltung, who
jeers at the Jjdea that America can
give any effective milltary ald to the
allles. Major Moraht says:

“The American Army |Is no danger to
Germany. Tha Clvil War cost 500,000
lives because neither side ha. a tral
army. Now Wilson, forgetful of his-
tory, is trying the same thing but it
will be & + once more that the
uragzadogio of his countrymen Is In
inverss ratio to thelr fighting value.™

l“ "ihqm American war material” of

which he says the Russians could tell
a tale,

The Vorwaerts says lronlcally that 1t
is now considered good form to join
the anti-German world league. Tha
Soclalist organ declarss that Braszil,
Peru and Chlles, professing to be pre-
paring to fight for humanity and civi-
lization, are really instigated by thelr
material dependence on New York,
London and Parls and the easa with
which rich German trans-Atiantic com-
munities can bs attacked.

The Kreus Zeltung says:

“Thirteen hundred millilons of the
world inhablitanta are fighting 70,000,-
000 Germans. Let the rest of the earth
come as well; we will beat them all"”

BELGIANS FREE, IS RUMOR

Germans Report Thousands of De-
ported Are Repatriated.

United States Is One Nation Left

Berlin Likely to Insist on Break.

The responsibility for a rupture has
been placed squarely upon these coun-
tries. It Is highly possible that Berlln]
will seek to have them follow the ex-!
ample of Austria-Hungary and dismisa
the American agants, In this way the
German statesmen would show the!
solidarity of the central powers,

But 1t i{s not to the Interest of elther
Bulgaria or Turkey to observe the Ger-
man requast A single country In
which nations ean borrow money for
their rehabilitation aftar tha war Is
the United States. They do not want
the market here made more difficult
by the development of an anti-Bul-
garian and anti-Turkish sentiment.

Russln No Longer Feared,

On the other hand, Bulgaria and
Turksy are belng informed by German
officlala that a continuance of relations |
with this Government will ereate an!
apparent division in the counclls aof the
central powers. The Turkish answer
to thia Is that the new Russian govern-
ment has announced it will not prose-
cute o war of conqueat. In other words,
Turkey has nothing further to fear
from Russian deslgns upon Constantl-
nopls. The Bulgarian people, who are
friendly to the Russlan people, have
likewlse lost apprehension of Russian
conquest as a result of the downfall of
the Czar.

The fact that the United States is at
war only with Germany will have an |
important bearing upon the Instruc-
tions from the Presldent which Secre-
tary Lansing will carry out in the ne-
gotliations he will conduet with Mr,
Balfour, Britlsh Secretary for Forelgn

Affalrs, and ex-Premier Viviani, rep-
resenting France.
War With Aoastria Likely.
The operations on the sea which

the American Navy will engage In will |
be directed primarily agalnst German |
submarines and German ralders, and
our merchantmen with guns will fire
on sight on submarines flylng Austro-
Hungarian colors

The supplles wa will send to. BEurope
will be used by the Russians againat
the Germans-and Austrians, by the
Itallana agalnst the Austrians and by
the EBritlsh and Frepch against the
Germans,

A atate of war with Austria-Hungary
consequently is certain to result

By furnishing supplies, thoss pro-
duced or manufactured In the entente
countries can be shipped for the use
of the allied troops In the Balkans
and to Mesopotamia This will create
an antl-American sentiment in Bul-
garia and Turkey and may cause them
eventuaily to declare war sginst this
country.

But until this condition 1is arrived
at, It is pointed out that this Govern-
ment must be exceedingly careful |n
the kind of engagement it wiil make
with Mr. Balfour and M. Viviani.

Allles’ Alms Not Known.

If the view of the country wouid
sustain the Prealdent, unquos:lonabi}
he would authorize® Secratary Lansing
to =lgn Aan agresment whereby the
United States would pledge Itself to
co-operate both in the war and In the
negotiations for pence with the allies.
But the concrete aims of the allles
are not known. Russia has become a
democracy. Thls means that the Im-
perial amblitions for conquest have dis-
appeared. But democracies, notably the
United Btates, have not hesitated to
extend thelr povereignty when the op-
portunity came. Great Britaln has no
desire for additional territory, but her
peopla undoubtadly will sesk to be com-
pensated for the blood and treasurs
they have poured out.

France Wanta Lost Provinces.

France only wants Alsace and Lor-
raine In return for the suffering she
has gone through., Both Great Britain
and France proposs to bring about the
restoration of Belgium, Serbia and
Montenegro, the demolition of German
power and the ecreation of a conditlon
which will prevent Germany from ever
egain aspiring to world domination,

Those countries are sesking to
achieve the democratic ideals lald down
by Presldent Wilson. Thus along gen-
eral lines, there Is unity of thought. It
is the way those lines will run whien
is concerning this Government and
which will gilve them anxious consid-
eration before and durlng the confer-
ences with the distinguished represen-
tatives of Great Britain and France and
with those who will be sent by Italy
and Russin,

WHITE PLAGUE SPREADS

150,000 FRENCH SOLDIERS SUFFER
FROM DISEASE.

Paris Government Assumes Germans
Are Imoculating Noncombatants
Before Releasing Them.

NEW YORK, April 12.—Dr. Herman
M. Bilgge, State Comm/issioner of
Henlth, who recently returned from
France, asserted at & dinner last night
of the Soclety of the Alumnl of Belle-
vue Hospital, that from 150,000 to 160,-
000 French soldilers are at presant
suffering from active tuberculosis.

Concerning the deported population
of France belng returned from Ger-
many, Dr. Biggs sald:

“Of the flrst 20,00" returned In 1915,
5000 were tubercular. They were wear-
ing the same clothing they had worn
eight months before, when they were
deported.”

Dr. Biggs asserted that so many
French prisoners returned from Ger-
many becausa of Ill-health were af-
flicted with tuberculosis that ‘it has
besn assumed they were !noculated In
Germany.”

He added, however, that he 414 not
believa thers was any *“real! ground
for the assumption that French pris-
oners had been inoculated.”

“Great Britaln now has §,000,000 men
who have been subjlected to rigid
physical tests, and among these there
is little tuberculos!is,” sald Dr. Biggs.

BAN ON GAMBLING FAVORED

for actual deliveries and restrictlon of
