Military Courses Also Added
at Eugene and Credits
Will Be Allowed.

TWO BATTALIONS FORMED

Army Captain Organizes Regiment
of Infantry—Need for DMen

Mentally Eguipped to Be
Officers Is Emphasized.

UNIVEREITY OF OREGON, Eugens,
April 16 —(Special )—Compulgory mili-
tary drill for every male student of the
university for the rest of the school
year wis declded upon by the faculty,
sitting In special session this after-
noon

At the close of the meeting 30 of the
faculty lined up with the 400 men stu-
dénts on Kincald Field and were or-
ganized into an infantry reglment of
two battalllons by Capraln Willls
Bhippam, of the Unitad States Army,
assigned commandant of the univer-
slty.

Previpus to the formation oY com-
panles the men gathered In the bleach-
ers nund heard the compulsory plan ex-
plained to them by President Campbell

Elre of the War Department that all
university students be kept at school
Princeton, Harvard and Yale, with thelr
military camps, hkave set an example
we are following., The experience of

“YWhen the war broke and England
entered the arena, her college men
rushed Into the ranks and were among
thoss first killed, and Engiand found
herself handicapped with all her sclen-
tific men, mentally equipped for of-
ficering, killed™

of cadets and one company of faculty
members. They wiil ba drilied svery
day, Ben FL. Willlams, & veteraun of the
Spanish war, Is captaln of the faculty

FPresldent Drills as Private,
It was an Inspiration to the univer-

mlty students to ses In the ranks of
the faculty company Fresldent Camp-
bell and Dean John Straub marching

and maneuvering as privates.

“We tnust enter into thls whole-
heartedly,” sald President Campbell,
and he =etl the example. Dean Straub
ia the dean of men and has been a
faculty member for 20 odd years.

For under classmen, the newly re-
quired drill will be substituted for
Eymnasium work. In addition thsy
will recelve an extra credit. Upper-
clasamen are tp substitute the drill
course for any two-hour course.

Genernal Course Authorizeil.

The faculty also authorlzed a general
eourss In military information, four
hours a week, to take which o student
is smuthoYized to drop four hours of
other university work., This course will
conslat of lectures, assignments and
examinations by Army officers;, phy-
slcians pnd scientists on subjects nec-
essary to the good health, discipline
and success of & military force. Mill-
tary tactlos and militnry law will be
inciuded In the course, as well as =ani-
tation, Tirst =aid, Army administration
and organlzation, regulations and fleld
Bervioe

Hospital, sanitary, medical, artiilery
mathematica, balMstics, explosives and
electriclty courses will be given.

Robinson, of St. Louls, supreme
treasurer of the Royal Arcanum, who
arrived In Portland yvesterday to nttend
the annua] sessilon of the Grand Coun-
cil of Oregom at the Masonie Templs
today.

Mr. Robinson, who wWars supreme re-
gent In 1503 and 1804 and has been a
member of the executlve committes of
the order sines that time., eald Inst
night that there were no grounds for
the appointment of a recelver for the
order, In that the Roval Arcanum had
pald svery proven cinlm promptly since
its organization 40 years ago, paying
out In that time about §1940,000,000 In
death beneflts. He sald thirt the order
had about $6,000,000 lent to membars,
§4,000,000 in the emergency fund and
about $1,500,000 in banka at present

DEMURRAGE FIGHT IS LOST

Changes in Regulations Are Denled

by Commission.

SALEM, Or., April 16—i{Special.)—
Petition of the Willamette Valley Lum-
bermen's Associatlon for changes in
the regulations on demurrage and re-
ciprocal demurrage that became effect-
ive Januury 1, this year, was denled by
the Public Service Commlssion today.

In Issuing 1ts order denying the petl-
tion, the Commission says, In part:

“*We are aware the present demur-
rage code regquires the exercise of con-
siderable diligence to escape the pay-
ment of demurrage, but such was {ts
purpose. It was the direct outgrowth
of vne of the most distressing car
shortages the State of Oréegon has ever
experienced, and was promulgated only
after a most exhaustive hearing and
thorough Investigation. Its primary
purpose was to expedite the loading
und unloading of equipment, and unlexs
it Is shown to ba unduly burdensome,
until conditions have so changed as to
make such actlon desirable, the Com-
misglon must refuse to alter its origl-
nal findings.

“No such showing has been made in
this case. The petition is denled”

Attitude of South American|
Countries in Crisis Shown. |

CENTRAL GROUP IS SILENT

Attitude of Guatemala Thought to
Be Decliding Factor With Other
Governments—D>Moral Support,
Not Soldlers, Is Desired.

WASHINGTON, April 16.—FPrompt in-
dorsements from South America of the
action of the United States In ltaking
up Germany's challenge to wWar are the
source of great gratification to offi-
cinls of the Administration. There re-
maineéd today only three countries—
Ecuador, Venezuela and Coloamblia—
which had not defined their positiona,
and it was believed that before the end
of the wesk they, too, would respond.

wWith the exception of Costa Rlea,
nonoe of thé Central American group
had declared Ita attitude, but mo con-
corn over whete thelr sympathy will
be placed has been felt at the State
Department.

So far Cuba !s the only war spot In
Latin America, but the positions as-
sumibd by Panama and Costa Rica place
them practically in the list of warring
nations and almost no doubt remuins
that Brazil will be at war within = few
days. The only governments that have
not been frank in their indorsements of
the step taken by the United Statles
wre Chlle and Peru, the former confin-
ing itself to a formal declaration of
neutrality and the latter tp “deploring”
the fmct that the United States had
neen snable to adjust her difficulty with
Germany without recourse to war.

Following ls the way the other Latin
American nations, whose positions are
dafined, were llned up today:

Cuba—Declared war against Ger-
many.

FPanama—Declared her readiness to
amsist in any way possible in the pro-
tection of the Panamsa Canal

Costa Rlea—Offered her ports and
other territorial waters to the Unilted

States for war needs of the American
Navy.

Brazil—Relatlons broken with Ger-
many.

Bolivin—Relations broken with Ger-
many.

Uruguay—Indorsed the action of the
United Sintes and characterized Ger-
many's submarine warfare as an “in-
sult to humanity.”

Paraguay—Expressed sympathy with
the Government of the United States,
“forced Into war to rehabilitate the
rights of neutrals”

Argentina—Indorsed the action of the
United States as=s just and right

Mexico—XNeutral,

State Department officials believe It
poszible that the Governmeant of Ecua-
dor may consider itself boand to adopt

a somewhat equivecal attitude because

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of a suggestion mades peveral weeks
ago that a conference of neutrals be
held at Montavideo to study means for
bringing the war to an end.

Guatemala’'s proclamatoin of martial
Isgw was still regarded here as a pre-
cautionary step tnken by President Cn-
brera preliminary to a break with Ger-
many. It was belleved that Honduras,
Salvador nnd Nicarasgua, the remaining
uncommitted nations of Central Amer-
lca, are awalting actlon by Guatemala
and that they will announce their po-
sitlons Immedintely after Guatemaln
speals.

The United BStates has looked to
Latin America for moral support more
than for materinl assistance, but there
has been mo disposition to underrste
the material assiatance that might be
rendered if It became necessary. Tha
totrl peace strength of Latin America's
armles ia only 334,000 men, but the
potential power ls several times that,
and reports from the South American
republica have indicated that no tima
will be lost in ralsing fighting forces
to thelr full war strength.
