Workmen's Organlzation Makes It
Difficult for Government.

PETROGRAD, April 18, vian London,
April 189 — (Delaved. ) — With econflict
existing between the government and
the council of workmen's and soldiers
doeputias one cunnot speak of a scle
strong power In Russia, because s
powar which {s menaced is not a power.

All hed pleaded gauiity to charges

of importing llquor into thes state and
turned Government witnesges,
At the trial Logan Billingsley =wore
thnt he bribed Mayvor Gill with 34000,
Fred Billlngsley swore that he gave
$1200 ln bribes to Chlef of Follce Beck-
ingham. The Blilingsley brothers, aged
respectively 32, 23 and 13 yedars, were
widely known as liguor sellera in Okla-
homn and West Virginia. I.ogan Bil-
lingsley testified at the recent trial
that he had been prosecuted more times
thin he could remember, but had never
gerved a day in prison.
