Total of 10,000 Prisoners Are
Taken in Conflict on the
Isonzo Front.

AUSTRIAN LINE BENDING

Italians Send 261 Aeroplanes Over
Massed Troops of Enemy on the
Slopes of Mount Hermada
to Drop Ezxplosives.

ROME, Aug. 21.—More than 10,000
prisoners had been taken by the Ifal-
tans in their new offensive up to ¥yés-
terday evening, the War Office an-
nounces.

The great battle on the Isonzo front
continues without Interruption. The
War Office states that the Austrian line
fs beginning to bend and glve way at
various polnts

The Italians, supported by floating
and fixed batteries and monitors, are
marching toward success, which, the
statement says, la becoming delineated
In spite of undiminished enemy resist-
ANCH.

Enemy defenses between Corits and
Selo. near the strongly fortified Stari-
lokva position, have been captured by
the Itallans.

“Over the battlefield 261 of our aero-
planez have flown,” says the statement

“Troops massed between Selo and
Comeno and on the eastern slopes of
Monte Hermada wWere bombarded,

“Up to yesterday evening the total
number of the enemy passing into our
prisoner camps was 243 officers and
10,103 mien.

“On Sunday night the enemy attempt-
ed a diversion by copncentrating fire
and carrying out local attacks at vari-
ous points on the Trentine and Carnia
fronts. He was repulsed everywhere,
Ona of hiz storming parties was de-
stroyed in the Lagarina Valley and an-
other that had succeeded in galning a
foothold in one of our advance posts
southeast of Montle Maleo was driven
back by a front counter-attack.™

LABOR HOLDG TO PLANS

ENGLISH TUNIONS TO BE REPRE-
SENTED AT STOCHKHOLM.,

Turbulent Scenes Attend Vote, Which
by Narrow Margin Reaffirms
0ld Determination.

LONDON, Aug. 2L—By the narrow
majority of 3000 in 8 vote represent-
ing nearly 2,500,000 workers today, the
British labor conference declded to
stand by its plans of sending delegates
to the Internstional Socialist Confer-
ence nat Stockholm.

He belleved Ger-
many has 8l to gain and the othears
all to lose from the BStockholm con-
ferencea,
