bead of the Serbian mission to
tbe L'nlted Stat, laid a wreath upon
the tomb of Washington at Mount
Vernon today, with a tribute to tbe
p t March of liberty from "a small and
hardly known nation.

Secretary Lansing, who Introduced
Dr. Vesnltch. said tbe record of Serbia
challenged tbe admiration of Christen-
dom and that the cause of the present
war la tbe cause for which Washing-
ton fought.

"With God's help we will triumph
even as be triumphed. said the secre-
tary. .s America was made free
from tyranny and injustice, so shall the
world be made free from the sinister
forces which threaten the freedom ilprosperity of mankind."

Dr. Vesnltch spoke of his country's
lore of liberty. "This love." be said,
"has brought us misfortune. The auto-
crats and the despots surrounding us.
the Teutons and the Turks, have
rushed upon us. and have crucified Ser-
bia, nay more, our whole race, the
Jugo-Siav- s. We have believed In the
moral and In the political sospel which
Washington preached and which he
confirmed by bla life. We shall rise
asain. Tbe argonauts whom General
Pershing commands In Europe will
currplrte the work of our llborly.

"Your beloved land stands at the
aentth of Its grandeur and. through no
fault of our own, you have aroused
the envy of selfish, ambitious and Prus-
sianized Germany. Ton are of the star
ture to face the enemy, the more so.
as In this gigantic struggle you have
with you the frank and honest among
nations.

War Policy 0 Nation Made

Absolutely Clear by Pre-

mier's Speech

MINORITY CLAMOR STOPS

Englifh Press Commends in Strong
Terras Address Made to Dele- -'

gates of Trades Unions
Last Saturday.

LONDON, Jan. 6. Premier - Lloyd
George's speech to the delegates of
tho trades unions on Saturday Is char
acterised by the weekly newspapers as
marking a historical epoch In the
war.

The Weekly Despatch asserts that it
is a "courageous call for unity in the
nation faced with dangers and is the
best answer to the clamorous, if unim-
portant, minority who have been 'en-
deavoring to drive a, wedge betwecu
tne government ana tne la Dor party
on the falso plea that there aro un-- br

Id gable integral difficulties in the
respective conceptions of tho war aims
for which wo are fighting."

No Loophole Left. .
The News of the World declares that

the speech outlined the British war
alms "with a degree of precision which
leaves no loopholo for misunderstand-
ing." and adds:

"These) are tbe alms for -- which we
entered the war. For them we have
bled unfllnlchlngly more than threeyears and for them, as the Premier
well said, wo are prepared to face
even heavier sacrifices than any we
yet have endured."

The Sunday Times says the most
satisfactory phrases of the and
tne most discomfiting for the Prus
sian war lords are those which reveal
it as "not an utterance of either mere
statesmen or a political party, but as
the considered utterances of the Brit-
ish people."

The National News says: "If therewas ever any doubt about the things

for which the manhood of our empire
has been gloriously making a great
sacrifice, such can no longer exist."

It adds that the importance of the
speech was greatly increased as it was
delivered the representatives of labor.
The newspaper concludes: a

lected this democratic channel for his
historic pronouncement is surely sig-
nificant of his belief that tbe organ-
ized movement of democracy is the
power which shall rule the world in
the coming golden time."

man state or its people."
