ALL ARMY RECORDS

BROK Efl SAYS BAKER

Secretary of War Tells

Mobilizing Million and
Half Men.

TROOP EQUIPMENT READY

Statement Made Before Senate Mili
tary Committee Dealing With Ail

Angles of Station's Prepara-
tions for Conflict.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 10. Every
phase of the War Department's prep
arations for battle against Germany
was outlined and defended by Secretary
Baker today before the Senate commit
tee.

He answered those who have criti
cised the Department during the com-
mittee's Investigation with the asser-
tion that no such Army as that now
under the American flag ever had been
raised, equipped or trained so quickly.

d that never before had such pro
vision been made for the comfort and
health of an Army.

The Secretary read an exhaustive
statement when he took the stand, and
when it waa concluded questions began
to fly from every side of the com-
mute table, launching a cross-exa-

nation that probably will continue all
day tomorrow.

Chairman Chamberlain and other
committeemen wanted to know partic
ularly about delays in furnishing ma
chine guns and rifles, and much at
tention waa devoted to the Army's sup-
ply purchasing system.

All Trsepa Kaslpped.
Mr. Baker admitted there bad been

some mistakes and delays, but declared
that all fighting men in France were
adequately equipped and armed, and
that all sent, over would be.

He took full responsibility for de
lay In aprovlng a machine gun. hold-
ing that the value of the Browning
gun now developed waa worth it. He
also said the superior weapon obtained
by having the British Enfield rifle re--
chambered for American ammunition
compensated for the delay there.

More than 1.600.000 Americans are
now undes arms. Secretary Baker said.
and an army of substantial sixe already
Is In Franc ready for active service

"I state the foregoing conditions of
the War Department's problem and
some of the results attained. lor two
purposes, ho said.

People Entitled to Know.
Tn the first place the American peo

ple are entitled to know of the splen
did effectiveness with which they have
been able to organise the man power
and the material power of the Nation
n a great cause: second, our Army in

France under General Pershing and
our allies are entitled to have the bene
fit resulting from the depression of the
moral of their enemies which must
come when the Germans realize that
the American democracy has neither
blundered nor hesitated, but actually
brought the full power of ita men and
resources into completely organised
strength . against their military ma
chine,

"No army of similar sis In the his-
tory of ths world has ever been raised,
equipped or trained so quickly. No such
provlaion has ever been made for the
oomfort, health and general well being
of an army.

"By the cc operation of all Interests
and all people in th country, th Na-

tion is now organised and set to Its
task with unanimity of spirit and con-
fidence In Its powers. More has been
done than anybody dared to believe
possible.

Errors Frankly Adsaitted.
That there have been here and there

errors of judgment and delays goes
without saying, but I should be want-
ing In frankness were I to omit my
own estimate of the real unselfishness
and intelligence with which my asso-
ciates, military and civilian, have ap-
plied themselves to this undertaking,
and the results demonstrate the suc-
cess of their efforts."

The Secretary gave the committee an
outline of the work of the department
and its various bureaux

In summing up the War Depart-
ment's work, the Secretary gave the
following as Its chief accomplishments:

"First A large Army Is In the field
and In training: so large that further
increments to It can b adequately
equipped and trained as rapidly as
those already In training can ba trans-
ported.

"Second The Army has been enlisted
aad selected without serious disloca-
tion of ths Industries of th country.

OTTAWA. Ontario, Jan. 10. Four
children lost their Uvea, in a fire which
today destroyed the east wing of the
Cathollo General Hospital In Water
street, with a property damage
amounting to $100,000. The victims,
the oldest of whom was four years of
age, were patients In the institution.
One child died from shock aft en be-
ing carried out.

The fire broke out near the operat-
ing room In the east wing of the hos-
pital at 10 A and gradually spread
to other parts of the building on the
top floor. There were 158 patients in
the hospital, including a number of
children.

Heroic, efforts by nuns and nurses
saved a largs proportion of the 158
patients.

A ohild who was strapped to a bed
with weights fastened to an Injured
leg was burned to death.

MTDDLETOWN. Conn, Jan. 10. Th
death list In the fire which swept a
wing of the Connecticut Hospital to-

day remains at two, with two other
patients missing tonight. The damage
to the building and contents is esti
mated at $100,000, and the cause of th
fire is still to be determined.
