LAND TO BE CONDEMNED

City to Offer Assessed Valne for
Guleh Pilayground Property.

The assessed value of thelr property
will be offersd property owners in the
part of Marquam Gulch needed for tha
proposed playground for children,
This was decided by the City Council
yesterday, when Mayor Baker intro-
duced an ordinance, starting proceed-
Ings for the acqulsition of the property.
The Mayor says he does not belleve
the property ownera will agree to sell
for the amounts to be offered, and that
the result will be that condemnation
proceedings will be Instituted. To en-
able the starting of such procesdings
the city has to make a tender to the
owners.
