Wlvlake la Admitted.
Tha Navy Department afterwards

admitted that a mistake had been made
and that the boy should have been
transferred bark to the Puget Sound
naval district before they discharged
him. My contention Is that once the
Navy enlisted that boy and took chargt
of him this tlovcrnnient waa In fact his
guardian and he was Its ward, and It
was Its duly to feed and clothe him and
rare for him In sickness and that In

trad of discharging him he should
fcave been sent to a United Slates ma-
rine hospital.

"That hoy. In my opinion. has a claim
against this Government for money ex-
pended by kind-hearte- d friends In lo-

cating him and In sending him home
and a further claim for the damage to
hi health.

"Now. that Is only one case. I have
waited months to hear something
fnrther from the Navy Department,
which baa snown some interest In the
matter, and I sincerely believe that
the commander of that vessel mho art
that boy ashore deserves to be punished
and reduced in numbers."

WASHINGTON. March II. KvMonce
that the public made general response
lo the Food Administration's appeal for
Increased production and decreased
consumption of meat Is shown tn sta-
tistics furnished the Food Administra-
tion today by tbe Department of Agri
culture.

Meat animals In tho United States
Increased (.300.000 In the year ending
January 1. Islft, the Increase consist-
ing of" l.:t7.000 cattle, 3.7M.OOO hoics
and 31.000 sheep. Inspections ofi
beef for slaughter Increased .0.13.61
or Zl.a per cent, but inspections ot
hogs decreased 1.3 per cent, more than
9.040.000 head, and Inspection of sheep
fell off II. per cent, approximately
.500.000 head.
The gains. In available meat Indi

cated by these figures were what
caused the Food Administration re-
cently to relax restrictions on meat
consumption, so that there might be
greater saving of wheal for export.

Kxports of all kinds of meat de
creased during tbe year, due to lack
of ships.

Prices paid for mest animals were
higher than ever before. The average
price of beef advanced 2.1 per cent.
from 39 50 per 10" pounds in 191 to
111 ISO In 1917. Il.lirn advanced from

9.60 to 115.10. total of 67 per cent,
and cheep Increased from 7. Si to (11.

J.A.HOSKINSSUIT SETTLED

Matlieur County Rancher Gets Ver-

dict ot 910,700 by Agreement,

After several witnesses had been ex-
amined In the civil suit of J. A- - Hosklns,

Malheur County rancher, against F.
W. Casner and the National Surety
Company. Involving 121.109.60, In the
United States Court yesterday, counsel
for the litigants announced that set-
tlement had been agreed upon. In ac-
cordance with that agreement Judge
lie Instructed the jury to return
verdict in favor of ilr. Uosklna for
110.700.

In 1910 Casner sued Hosklns for
judgment on promlssor. notes aggre-
gating 315.000. and. In attaching real
and personal property of Hosklns. gave
an attachment bond through the Na-
tional Surety Company. At the trl.
of the suit Hosklns, although the de-
fendant In tbe case, received verdict
for t!47.1t. When Jiosklns' property
was attached, at the time Casner sued
htm. It waa already mortgaged and the
mortgagees foreclosed as to several
hundred head of sheep valued at 317.-- 5.

Hosklns also was compelled to
sell several thouaand acres of Malheur
County land for 3.0oo. although he
formerly had refuaed an offer of 60,-- 0.

Tha suit settled yesterday was
brought by Hoskins against Casner and
the surety company lo recover on the
original Judgment of Is.'uu, together
with damages reaultlng em the en
forced selxure and sale of his property
In consequence of the suit brought
against him by Casner in 19.0.

TROUT PONDS PROFITABLE

State Biologist W. L. 1'inley Gives
Good Advice to Orcbardlsts.

HOOD RIVER. Or.. March 1. (Spe-
cial.! State biologist W. L. Ftnley.
chief speaker at meeting' of the
Parent-Teacher- s' Association, at Pine
Grove, created great Interest among
orchardiats and ranchers, whom he ad-
vised to establish fish ponds and stock
them with trout.

Mr. Klnley points out that springs on
scores of valley places will make pos-
sible the profitable propagation of
trout for market. Fruit growers; he
thinks, might find trout more profit-
able than poultry. Several orchardisis
already have trout ponds from which
they derive gratifying revenue.

Tannetiberg had more readers and
greater following, although he.
course, expresses only tha aspirations
of- the But he presents
concrete positions which anyone can
understand.

For instance, the German merchant,
looking at Tannetiberg's book and see-
ing the map of South America colored
with almost universal German domina-
tion, smiles and approves, for he thinks
German trade Hill swallow that rich
conlinrnt and clever German laws and
regulations will exclude the imports of
all other nations.

In some aspects Tannenbere; foresaw
what is happening today when he says:
"The Finns have been waiting a long
lime to detach themselves from thegreat Kusalans, their hereditary ene
mies."

Hut In the main. In his sketch of the
war to which he looked forward, he
failed to predict accurately the attitude
of the world. His predictions repre-
sent many- of the dead hopes of the
I'an-U- c rmans, those Germans who be-
lieve It is the right and duty of Ger-
many to conquer alL

Tanaeabere; Prophesies M'ar.
Prophesying war between Germany

on one side and France and Russia on
the other, Tannenberg believed that
more confusion and resistance to war
than actually occurred would come In
Bohemia and Poland following the or-
der for mobilisation In the Slav parts
of the Auslro-Hungart- an empire. He
mistakenly wrote also that Japan
would declare war on Russia a belief
shared by the torchlight paraders of
Berlin in August, 1914.

Tanncnberg 'thought Italy would de-
clare war on France. He was wrong
in his confidence that France was de-
cadent, wrong in believing that Eng-
land and the United States would only
talk, but would not fight, yet right In
his belief that revolution would break
out In Russia. In fact, I think that
for years after the Franco-Russia- n al-
liance Germany was preparing a Rus-
sian revolution to break out on what-
ever day the Russian troops were or-
dered to their colors. He says that
France will be so thoroughly defeated
that the "war ought not to leave her
more than eyes to cry with."

I am afraid that while many eyes
will cry In France, through the breadth
of Germany there will be only few
homes where eyes will rot weep over
the casualties of war, for which cruel.
craxy dreamers of world empire like
Tanncnberg are largely responsible.
Taaneaherg Dreams of

For Tannenberg's dream, the dream
of the autocracy and of the Pan- -
Germanlsts, is to give to Germany most
of South America, a great, part of
Africa, of Asia, the great Islands north
of Australia. Including those of the
Dutch, with Holland and Belgium part
of the German empire, as well as the
Baltic provinces and a share of the
French colonies to be divided with
England.

The share of the United States for
standing by and agreeing to the rob-
bery was, according to Tanncnberg. a
protectorate over Mexico and Central
America.

Mexicans who were offered Texas
and New Mexico by Zimmermann
should read this book
In which all of Mexico Is generously
bestowed on us.

And 1 wish that Tannenberg's book
could be read by every public man in
South America that part of South
America In which He Argentina, Chile,
l'ar.iguay. Uruguay, the southern parts
ot Brasil and Bolivia are, according to
Tanncnbergf to come under the pro-
tectorate of Germany. La.
publicists should Inquire from the in-

habitants of Bosnia and Herregovina
how long before a "protectorate" is
transmuted Into a conquered country.
Tannenberg does speak for a great
party In Germany. The children's school
books show German "colonies" in
Southern Brazil.

As Sainte Bcuve said, there Is a
fashion In intellect. The German today
is essentially practical, cold, cynical,
but calculating. The poetry and the
Christmas trees, the sentiment and sen-
timentality remain like the archi-
tectural monuments of a vanished race,
mere reminders of the kindlier Ger-
many that once was the Germany of
our first lmpresslons.ethe Germany that
many once loved. But that Germany
has long since disappeared, burled be-

neath the spiked helmets of Prussian-is-
and another intellect is In vogue.

Older Ciersaaay Mas Kindlier.
The older, kindlier Germany was the

nation tempered and softened by the
suffering of the Napoleonic wars. After
the battle of Jena, where Napoleon
rubbed the face of Prussia in defeat,
there came on Germany that period of
privation which left Its impress so
deeply on the German as to make thrift
his first characteristic. A spirit of
lofty, patriotism Im-

bued the whole people. Young girls cut
off their long, golden hair to be sold
for the Fatherland. Jewels were given
by all who possessed them. "Gold gab
Ich fur clsen" I gave gold for iron)
became a saying, based on the readi-
ness with which the rich made sacri-
fices to the cause ot count r.v. And with
this patriotism, and with this penury,
came Into every home a (nore intimate
family life, a greater earnestness, a
deeper religious sentiment, a turning
toward the idealistic side of life; but
sll was changed by the successful wars
of Prussia that gave ITussla the lead-
ership, the right to rule Germany. Then,
with the end of the Franco-Prussia- n

war came a period of matertal pros-
perity, the rush of the population to the
cities and the building of great manu
factories, of enormous shipping inter
ests. of powerful banking institutions.
of trusts and combinations which
marked the Germany of 1914.

Nations, like individuals, change In
character with the stress of life. From
mm the neriod of a sorrowing. Ger
many, to 1914. is 104 years. The same
number of years subtracted from the
vear 1796, when our new republic was
flrmlv established and when George
Washington made his noble farewell
address, brings us to 1692, when 19
persons were legally hanged, charged
with witchcraft in Massachusetts and
when in that Btate Giles Cory perished
under the awful torture. Judicially ap
plied, known as the "peine forte et

It Is quite true that weak voices
against annexation have been heard.

Dernburg and Professor Hans Del-hru-

(tho latter not to be confused
with the disgraced,
ex-Vi- Chancel or). In their petition
against the annexation of Belgium,
showed a most reasonable spirit, and
signing this petition with them were
many of the great men and great minds
of Germany. But their movement was
a failure in Germany itself. Their cam-
paign of reason could make no head-
way against the "League of Six" the
six great iron and steel companies of
the west, who, with their paid lans-
quenets of the press and hired accel-

erators of public opinion, clamor for
annexation so that they may rivet the
chains of their industrial monopoly on
the whole continent of Europe.

Baltic Provinces Kyed Greedily.
The Conservatives and Junkers, on

the other hand, favor annexations to
the east: especially do they eye greedily
the Baltic provinces, where great es-

tates are In the hands of landowners of
German blood. What a
to the Conservative cause would these
Junkers of the Baltic be, and, in the
Conservative view, if there are to be
annexations In the west, which would
Increase the number of industrial sub-
jects and undoubtedly Social Demo-
crats, there must be a balancing acces-
sion of agricultural interests on the
eastern frontier. -

The only cloud in the serene, blue
sky of Junker hopes is the fact that
annexations in Poland would add to the
number of Roman Catholics and. there-
fore, to the power of the Centrum or
Roman Catholic party. Hence the de-

sire to make Poland an Independent
kingdom, but one controlled by the
Central Empires.

The Poles are more at ease, having
been given more liberty, under. Aus-
trian than under Prussian rule, and
hence the tendency Is to put Poland
under Austrian rule. The Prussians do
not object to this because it does not
matter whether Prussia controls Poland
directly or through Prussia s control
of Austria, now. alas! only too ap-

parent.
But the principal aim of the nobles

and the landed aristocracy of Germany,
followed by their host of officeholders
and dependents. Is to keep the "graft,"
to hold the offices, civil and military,
filled so long by these old Prussian
families.

While on his vacation the
British captured the colony in which
he was secretary to the Governor, and
so at the outbreak of the war he as
sumed his old uniform of First Lieu-
tenant in the Gleiwitz Hussars and was
given command of the prison camp at
$chluttenberg, where he has won dis-
tinction for his severity with British
prisoners.
