WITH THE FRENCH ARMIES IN
FRANCE, June 2.—(By the Associated
Press,)—Fighting their way along the
river Marne the Germans have reached
a point to the west of Chateau-Thier-
ry. French troops hold the western
portion of the city.

On the eastern side of the Cham-
pagne salient the Germans succeeded
in crossing the Rheims-Dormans road
south of Olizy-Violaine and Ville-en-
Tardenois.

LONDON, June 2,—(British Admir-
alty per Wireless Press.)—The mili-
tary correspondent of the British wire-
less service writes sa follows concern-
ing the opersations of the western
front! -

“Although the fighting has been se-
vere on the Ajsne front, particularly
between the Oize and the Marne, there
has been no very pronounced change
in the situation.

Enemy Pressure to West.

“The main pressure of the enemy is
still directed westward, where he is
still trying to widen his flank in the
direction of the forest of Villers-Cot-
terets.

“Yesterday he made advances on a
front between Vaurezis, west of Sois-
sons, and Bouresches, west of Chateau
Thierry. By the end of the day the
front ran from Vaurezis through Saco-
nin-et-Breuil, Chauduon, Long Font,
Corcy and Faverelles to a point near
Chezy and then bent eastward through
Licy to Bouresches. Thence the line
runs to the Marne, passing north of
Chatean Thierry, which the French
hold.

“Heavy fighting has taken place on
the ground west of Soissons, won back
by the French in their successful coun-
teg-attacks. In spite of the enemy’s
efforts, the allied gains have been
maintained.

Huns Lose Tanks.

“On the Rheims flank there is very
little change. The enemy made a very
powerful attack Saturday with tanks
northwest and north of Rheims and

succeeded in making a little progress
at Fort de la Pompelle. A counter-
attack immediately restored the line,
the Germans being thrown back with
the loss of 200 prisoners and four of
their tanks.”

LONDON, June 2.—British troops
last night successfully raided German
trenches southeast of Arras, southeast
of Lens and north of Bethune, the
British War Office announced today.

Thia morning the German artillery
became more proncunced at various
sectors along the front In Flanders and
Belginm.

The text of the statertent reads:

“London troops carried out & sucoess-
ful rald last night southeast of Arras
and captured 237 prisoneérs and a ma-
cthins gun. A sucoessful rald was car-
ried out by us also scutheast of Lenas
and north of Bethune. We captured a
few prisoners in each case.

“Hostile artillery developed consider-
able activity early this morning in the
Villers-Bretonneux sector and it also
bas _been active along our front be-
tween Albert and Arras and In the
YTpres sector.

Prisoners Are Taken.

“The total number of prisonars taken
by us In the recent fighting In Aveluy
wood was 72."

BERLIN, June 2.—German headquar-
ters reports the capture of the helights
east of Moulin-Sous-Touvent and the
lines wast of Nouvron (8olssons sector).
Violent counter-attacks by the British
around Vernull and on the banks of the
Ancre are also mentioned in the offlecial
statement, which clalros the capture of
“a Franco-American depot of enormous
extent.”

LONDON, June 2.—An official report
on the treatment of prisoners of war
was published yesterday. It says that
on April 11 the report of Sir Robert
Younger's committes revealed a few
of the most recent examples of Gare
man Inhumanity and broken faith. Re-
ferring particularly to breaches of
agreamant that prisoners should not be
employed within 30 kilometers of the
firing line, the report says that since
the lssus of Bir Robert's report thers
has accumulated a long list of atro-
élous violations of this agresment.

One man captured on the morning of
March 238, 1918 was made to work for
two hours Immediately after belng
taken prisoner, serving a German fleld
gun with ammunition and digging out
» position for It under British fire. In
the working party were warrant of-
ficaers, non-commissioned officers and
Royal Army Medical Corps men, who
weres made to work on roads and light
rajllways under shell fire and knocked
about with rifle butts or sticks. Ons
man was beaten as he ‘lay on the
ground groaning.

In one working party a corporal was
killed and three men wounded by shell
fire. Many men working behind the
lines died of weakness. When fresh
gEroups of prisoners were captured they
were kept working behind the !inas
instead of belng sent to reglstered
camps. One man dled in & hut and
the body was there for threo days be-
fore being removed.
