H. 5. Gile Compares Rail Charges
Before the War With Those Pre-

valling at Present Time.

Opcrating Corst Grows.

There is one distinetively Oregon in-
dustry that has developed within a
few years that is now threatened with
dire results as an outcome of the In-
creased rallroad frelghi rates to go
into effect June 25. H. 8. Glle, presi-
dent of the Pheasant Northwest Prod-
ucts Company, of Salem, the company

that has besn Instrumental in estab-
Hshing the loganberry Jjulce industry,
declares that it ls ones Industry that

eannotl survive the 25 per cent Increase
in freight.

Owing to the fact that glass bottles
used for thi=z product have to move
westward from the factories to Oregon,
and then again East*with the finished
product, the double fnerease In the
coxt of the bottles becomes a prohibi-
tive charge on the business, When the
company began shipping bottles from
Okinhoma the established rate was
5 cents per hundred, which was scon
increased to 75 cents. Concerning the
developments thet followed In the wake
of the growth of the Industry, Mr.
Giles =aid:

Increase isx Prohibitive.

“"About the time glass bezZan to
travel west-bound by the hundreds of
carloads, it dawned upon the trans-
portation companies that a 76 cent ter-
minal rate was not profitable, though
for years they had carried fruit jars

from Oklashoma points to Paclific
Coast terminal points at 85 cenis. The
rate, theréfore, was pdvanced to B85
ceants, One firm alone In Salem, which

is tha center of the loganbeéerry julece
business has recelved between 80 and
75 carloads from Eastern peints since
last January and has been forced to
piy 31.05 as compared with BF cants,
which was the rate at the time these
hottlea were purchased, and there re-
mains between 40 and 50 cars yet to
move to the train under these last year
conltracts,

“"At the time the basic figures were
made covering the cost of manufac-
turing loganbarry juice, 62 1-2 per hun-
dred for earloads of 60,000 pounds to all
Eastern points was the rate sald by
the rallroads to be a satisfactory and
profitable rate. But this rate was
shortly sdvanced to 71 1-2 cents, al-
most 16 per cent increéase, and with the

war tax ndded more than 15 psr cent.

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MILEAGE BOOK PASSES

CASH SYSTEM NOW EFFECITIVE ON
ALL RAILROAD LINES.

Lateat Transportation Books Are Sold
850, Plus Eight
War Tax—2Z000 Miles.

for Per Cent

It isn't the mileage book from whiech
the ticket clerx or conductor tears the
strip that entitles the commercoial trav-
eler to ride on rallroad trains these
dayes. It Is a eash book. All milekge
books that had been lssued previously
aexpired June 10, and automatically the
old system passed out. The books that
were sold for 350, plus the 8 per cent
war tax, making them cost 3§54, and
represented 2000 miles of travel at the
mileage rate of 215 cents per mile, are

now sold for $60, plus the war tax of
$4.80.
When presented for passage the

amount deducted Is the number of lines
that represent ¥ cents per mile for the
distance traveled. 1t is all ecalculated
in cash on that basis, not merely as
mileage, as under the old system. The
pnew cash book will probably be In
sromewhat different form, but by this

“simple change and the attachment to

the book of a different sort of receipt
or certificate the old books In atock
in the passenger departments of the
rallroads are utilized—as a conserva-
tion measuras.

By this method, surrender of the old
books and starting with fnew ones
upon inmuguration of the new Trates,
the record keeping of the rallroads was
made complate.

There i another important change.
The - new hooks are interchangeable,
whereas the old books were good only
for the Individual. More than one per-
son oan use cash coupons from the
same book on the same train for the
same trip when desirable to do so,
