The enemy, by employing largs
forces, was able to obtailn & footing in
Machemont and Bethancourt, but an
Immediate counter blow drove them
from the latter, while they never
reached Chevincourt.

WASHINGTON, June 12.—Maximum
prices of 8% nts per pound net to
prune growers and 6% cents per pound
to growers of raisins for the 1618 erops,
were pronounced Irmib:ht by the Food
Administration.

The prices, recommendad by the
erowers of Californin, are higher than
le been expected, the Administration’s
announcements eaid but they are jus-
tified by the labor mituation, Increased
costs and probable prune shortage.
