Scaut Blake took part in the Dar-
danelles nnd Gallipoll campalgns, tha
retreat of Mons, and his wounds wersa
received In Belgium, when he wan
taken prisoner and after six months in
a German hosplital made hls escape with
14 other Eritizsh soldiers, they having
successfully gained Holland. He was
decorated with a gold distingulshed
service medal

the soldler propoesed an auction and
he offered ona of two ukuleles he pos-
sensed, that bringing §7, whereupon ha
put up the second and obtain€d the
same amount. Then he offered a pil-
low on which was worked a ship scene,
which Mra, V. G. Chiity bought for $5
and then returnead it to be reauctioned,
$3 being paid for It a second time.
Mrs. R. K. Gregory gave the soldler
an opal ring te he sold, which netied
$12, John Brent, =econd stewnrd of
the ship, being the buyer, and then
came n cloth dog.
