"The wholesalers are already defi-nitely limited as to the profits theymay take under rulings from the Na-
tional Food Administration. It is im-
possible to definitely set such marginson the retail trade because of varyingconditions, hence the need of a onsystem which will ex-
tend into every county in the state.Each county administrator will form a
committee similar to that which hasbeen appointed for Portland, and thesecommittees will make investigations
and give out price Interpretations inthe same way through their local news-papers. These committees will meeteach week and prepare their schedulesfor publication.

"It should be understood clearly thatthese prices will not be definite andabsolute, but are suggested prices thatwill be reasonable for both consumerand dealer at the time and in the locality wnere published.
