B. . STEEL IS DEAD

Age of 72 Years.

LIFE IS USEFULLY SPENT

Former FPostmaster
ical

Active in Polit-
and Industrial Growth of
State—First Streetcar Line

In Clity Built by Him.

George A. Stesel, ploneer in Portland,
twlice postmaster of the city, bullder of
its first electric lines and for one term
State Treasurer of Oregon, died late
vesterday at the Good Samaritan Hos-
pltal.

Mr., Steel's death followed that of his
wife at an Interval of only elght
months. He had been critically lll and a
patlent in the hospital for elght weeks,
but bhis lliness with Bright's disease ex-
tended over a longer perlod.

In earlier days Mr. Bteel had a large
part in the polltical and industrial 1ife
of Portland and the state. He came
into prominénce as chalirman of the
State Republiean Central Committes
during the acrid Hayes-Tilden cam-
paign in 1876. For two terms he served
#s postmaster of Portland, the first In
1881-1885, the second from 1880-1804.
During the second term of Senator
Chamberiain as Governor of Oregon
Mr. Steel was State Treasurer, alected
on the Republican ticket. While not en-
gaged in politleal activities he busled
himsealf with Iindustrial enterprises,
thoss relating to clactric lines being on

Plight of Russians Awalting Permis-
slon to Enter German Occu-
pled Territory Sald to
Boe Deplorable.

MOSCOW, Tuesday, June 11.—(By the
Associated Press.)—Since taking over
control of the Don reglon, the Don
Cossacks, under the leaderahip of Gen-
oral Krasnoff, have begun the expul-

sion of all new settiers as well as Jews. |

The Cossacks have long resented set-
tlement by newcomers In the Don re-
gElon and fights between ths two par-
ties have taken place. All Cossacks
batwesn the ages of 18 and 60 are en-
gaged In the crusade to expal new-
ocomers.

ORSHA, Mohilevy, Russia, June 85—
(By the Associated Press.)—Tha condi-
tion of the 40,000 refugees gatherasd
here awalting permission to enter
German occupled territory ls extremely
bad. About 70 per cent of tham are
women and children.

The all-Rusaian union of cities which
is caring for the refugeea is feeding
12,000 dally. Soup with little meat and
a quarter-pound of bread Is given each
person.

In &pite of the offer made by
union to provide Germany with trains
to transport the refugees gathered at
Orhsa In greater numbers, so as to
prevent the =pread of epldemica in the
hot season, the Germans have flatly re-
fused to expedite the work. The situ-
ation is aggravated by the constant ar-
rival of new batches of refugees.

total was only §882,175.50. The pay-~
ments made by workmen during the
same periods were §108,400.44 and
