265 PRISONERS CAPTURED

British Repulse Knemy Assault in
Vicinity of Merris, and Field Mar-

shal Haii? Reports Artillery Ac-

tive Near Amiens.

(By the Associated Press.)
The French are continuing: their

nibbling" north of the Marne. Fri-
day they swept the Germans from the
environs of Villers-Cottere- ts forest,
southwest of Soissons. Saturday night
they attacked the German lines a lit-
tle to the north of the Cligrnan River
and just to the left of positions held
by Americans. A long ridge between
the villages of Monsloy and Passy-En-A'alo- is

was occupied and 265 prisoners
taken. Near St. Pierre Aigle, the
French positions were improved by a
local attack.

The British repulsed an enemy as-
sault near Merris, near where the Ger-
mans were driven, back east of Nieppe
forest on Friday. The British official
statement mentions heavy German ar-
tillery fire before Amiens near Albert,
north of the Scarpe near Arras, and in
the region of Festubert, northwest of
Lens.

Guns Roar on Wide Front
The official statement issued at

Berlin says that artillery fighting has
increased between Yser and the Marne,
which includes virtually all of the ac-
tive battle zone.

LONDON, June 30. German gunners
showed great activity this morning
against the new British positions east
ot Nieppe forest, on the Flanders front,
the War Office announced today. Hos-
tile artillery also bombarded British
positions in the Albert set-to- A Ger-
man attack on a British post near
Merris today was repulsed after sharp
fighting.

The text of the communication reads:
"Karly this morning the enemy at-

tacked one of our posts in the neigh-
borhood of Merris, but was repulsed
after sharp fighting.

"We captured a few prisoners during
the night in patrol encounters on dif-
ferent parts of the front.

French Take Prisoner.
"The hostile artillery developed con-

siderable activity early this morning
against our positions east of Nieppe
forest. The enemy's artillery has been
active also during the night in the Al-
bert sector, north of the Scarpe ani
near Festubert."

PARIS. June 30. French troops late
last night attacked the German lines
northwest of Chateau Thierry, on the
Marne front, and captured the crest of
the ridge, taking 265 prisoners.

The text of the statement reads:
"The French executed a number of

raids last night, notably west of Han-par- d

and south of Autreches, and took
prisoners.

"South of the Ourcq, French troops
in the course of a local operation, cap-
tured last night at 10 o'clock the crest
situated between Mosloy and Passy-Kn-Valo- is.

Our troops realized an ad-
vance of 800 yards on a front of 1.8
miles. The French took 265 prisoners,
including three officers.

In the Vosges the French repulsed
a German raiding detachment.

Many Hun Planet Kail.
"Aviation: On June 2S-2- 9 our chas-

ing planes brought down 15 German
machines and destroyed two captive
balloons. Nineteen other enemy air-
planes were damaged.

"Our bombing planes, in the course
of the same period, carried out day
and night expeditions in which 47 ttons
of projectiles were dropped with suc-
cess upon aviation grounds in the
Somme sector, on bivouacs in the re-
gion of Rozieres and Braye, in the
valley of the Avrc, and on railroad
stations of Soissons, Fere-Kn-Tard- e-

nois, etc.
"In addition five tons of explosives

were dropped June 28 on German
troops which were preparing a counter-
attack in the region of Cutry.

French Ace Raises Score.
"Lieutenant Finck brought down

three. German airplanes June 25 and
two others Juno 27, bringing the num-
ber destroyed by him up to 49."

BERLIN, via London, June 30. The
official communication from general
headquarters today, says:

"The fighting in the sectors north of
Lys and south of the Aisne increased;
artillery activity continued through-
out the day. In the evening it revived
on the remainder of the front between
the Yscr and the Marne. 9

"There were small infantry engage-
ments during strong enemy thrusts
outh of the Ourcq and as a result of a

successful operation by our troops at
llartmann's-Weilerko- pf we captured
prisoners."

HON BLOW EXPECTED

Yankee Troops Ready; Warm
Reception Is Promised.

GERMAN PLANE SHOT DOWN

American Troops Say That o Mat-

ter Where Knemy Strikes He Is
Bound to Pay Dearly for

His Ki foils.

AVITH THK AMERICAN KORCKd OS
THE MARNE, June 30. Excessive
movements of troops and materials
north of Chateau Thierry, together
with the increased artillery and aerial
activity, form the basis of the belief
that American forces in th is locality
may be called upon to defend them-
selves shortly.

Long streams of enemy troops and
wagon trains have been observed in
the neighborhood of the Bonnes wood.
There have been more than 50 enemy
aerial flights over the American lines
northwest of Chateau Thierry in the
last 24 hours. One German machine
was ehot down by our anti-aircra- ft

guns.
Th American artillery has heavily

shelled many vital spots within the
enemy lines, once obtaining a direct
hit in a detachment of marching Ger-
mans.

For days the Americans have been
expecting the enemy, stung by the de-
feat administered recently here, would
make a vigorous assault. It was partly
for this reason the American opera-
tions in the Belleu sector were carried
out. With these operations completed,
the Americans now have the country
for several miles in front of them under
their eyes and guns. "When the ex-
pected blow comes they will be that
much better prepared to meet it.

The American troops are prepared
and the Germans will get a warm re-
ception if they try what the situation
indicates they have in mind. The
Americans say that no matter where
the enemy strikes he is bound to pay
dearly for his efforts and the bigger
the target the better they will like it.

To the east of Chateau Thierry, along
the River Marne, except for constantly
increasing long range shelling on both
sides, comparative quiet reigns. There
has been no patrolling, because the
bright moonlight on the water prevents
a crossing, but the American snipers
have been so active in the last four
days that the Germans rarely ever
make an appearance.

WASHINGTON. June 30. Casualties
In the American expeditionary forces
thus far reported total 10,383. sum-
maries issued today by the War De-
partment and Marine Corps show. Of
this number 9131 are in the Army and
1252 in the Marine Corps.

Army casualties, including those re-
ported today, were summarized as fol-
lows:

Killed in action (including 291 lost
at sea), 1491.

Died of wounds, 479.
Died of disease, 1287.
Died of accident and other causes,

465.
Wounded in action, 5024.
Missing in action (including pris-

oners), 385.
The summary of casualties among

the Marines, which also Included to-
day's list, follows:

Four hundred and ninety-seve- n cas-

ualties in the Army were reported
during the week, including 179 killed
in action, 47 died of wounds, 19 died
of disease. 19 died of accidents and
other causes, 213 wounded in action and
20 missing in action, including pris-
oners. The week before, 549 casual-
ties were reported.

The Marine Corps summary did not
show how many of the deaths reported
were in action, from disease, accidents
and other causes. It did divide the
officers and men. showing that 14 of-
ficers have died, 29 have been wounded
and one is missing.

They were, however,
again ejected as a result of counter
attacks by battalions of Hungarian in-
fantry regiment No. 131 and Varasdin
regiment No. lti.

"further attempts to attack, as well
as local thrusts against Sisemoland,
near Asiago, were put down by our ar-
tillery fire.

"Kverywhere else there were artil-
lery duels of varying intensity."

LOSSES ADMrTTKDLY GREAT

Hungarian Premier Says Casualties
Total About 112,000 Men.

AMSTERDAM, June 30. Dr. Alex
ander Wekerle, the Hungarian Pre-
mier, caused a sensation in parliament
Saturday with a declaration regarding
the Austro-Hungari- an losses in the
last Italian offensive, according to a
Budapest dispatch today. The Premier
said exciting rumors were being cir-
culated regarding the losses which
were much 'exaggerated. The Austro-Hungari- an

armies were withdrawn on
the Piave front in order to spare lives,
he said, since they must have sustainedgreat losses had they held that line.

"But. how great are our losses?" in-
terrupted Deputy Zlinsky.

"The number of prisoners taken was
recently stated to be 18,000," the Pre-
mier replied. "I must, however, cor-
rect that statement. The truth is that
the Italians have taken 12.000, while
50.000 Italians fell into our hands. In
the case of an offensive and a retreat
this figure cannot be termed excessive-
ly high.

"Much sadder is the loss we suf-
fered in defid, wounded and sick; most-
ly sick. In the tenth and eleventh
Italian offensives we lost 80,000 to
100,000 men.- Now, however, our losses
are similar, about 100,003 men.

"I am obliged to record this regret-
table circumstance. It is true that of
three bridges thrown across the Piave
the uppermost unfortunately collapsed
and then both of the others were car-
ried away with it. This figure In-
cludes the fallen, the slightly wounded
and those brought back as ineffec-- ti

ves."
"There also are rumors circulating

that on this occasion also Hungarian
troops were called upon in excessively
large numbers and that the losses fellupon them only. Therefore. I must
point out that 33 Hungarian and 37
Austrian regiments participated in the
entire offensive and retreat, or 47 per
cent of Hungarian and 53 per cent
Austrian.

"In the entire advance and retreat
the Italian losses amounted to 150.000.
far surpassing our losses in dead,
wounded and sick.

"A report also is being circulated
that our losses were due to a lack of
ammunition.

"A deputy shouted: "Lack of food."
The Premier replied to this by de-

claring that "Our army never was so
well provided as during the middle of
June.

"If. despite these regrettable events,"
the Premier added, "I draw deductions
from the whole it is not to be doubted
that we inflicted important losses
upon the Italians and prevented them
from sending a considerable part of
their troops to the western front,
which, in the interest of the common
conduct of the war is undoubtedly the
objective which it was our duty to at-
tain. This aim, too, we attained."

PREY OF YANKEES

Americans Capture 36 and In-

flict Severe Losses Dur-

ing Minor Operation.

HUN ARTILLERY IS BUSY

Germans Shell American Positions
Near Belleu, Clerembants and

Marette Woods; Attempted
Raid in Vosges Is Repulsed.

"WASHINGTON. June 30. Marked
raiding and patrolling Saturday at sev-
eral points held by the American troops
were reported in General Pershing's
communique for yesterday which was
received today at the War Department.
In Picardy a email detachment brought
in 36 prisoners, including one officer.
and inflicted severe losses on the en
emy, while in the Vosges a Germanraiding party was repulsed.

Increased activity by the enemy ar-
tillery and airplanes in the Marne sec-
tor on June 26 and 27 and the heavy
shelling of the American positions in
the Chateau Thierry region on the same
days when the American troops ad-
vanced their line one-thir- d of a mile,
also were reported.

The statement follows:
"Section A Raiding and patrolling

have been marked at several points.
In Picardy this morning a small de-
tachment of our troops captured 36
prisoners, of whom one was an officer,
and inflicted severe losses on theenemy. Our casualties were very small.

Raiding Party Repulsed.
In the Chateau Thierry region astrong hostile patrol was driven backand suffered severely in a patrol en-

counter. A raiding party "which at-
tempted to reach our lines In theVosges was repulsed by rifle fire.

"Section B In the Chateau Thierryregion the day of June 26 to June 27,
noon to noon, was marked by the oper-
ations of our troops south of Torcy,
where our line has advanced for one-thir- d

of a mile and our positions im-
proved with little opposition. Besidesthis, our infantry was active In con-
tinuous patrolling and our artillery indelivering harassing and destructivefire.

"The German artillery shelled our po-
sition in front and rear with consid-
erable vigor. The Belleu, Clerembauts
and Marette woods along our frontlines, as well as positions in the rear
extending back several kilometers andcovering most of the sector, receivedharassing and destructive tire during
most of the time covered by this re-
port.

"The hostile batteries were observedto be especially active from the vicinity
of Torcy, Oivry and Petret. at all of
which points they are able to findcover in patches of woods.

Rear Activity Noted.
"The German machine gun fire wasdirected, as formerly, on the Belleu

wood and Hill 204. It originated main-ly In the vicinity of I.a Roche wood
and the outskirts of Torcy. The Ger-
man air forces were extremely active,
but performed only reconnaissancework. In the enemy's rear areas move-
ments were mainly confined to smallgroups, although detachments number-ing up to about 100 men were more
than once observed. There was also
considerable traffic of wagons andtrucks.

"The enemy continues to constructworks in and near the woods aroundBoureschcs. In the early raorninr alarge German patrol was seen near
Vaux. moving northeast. On being chal-lenged by our listening posts it dis-
appeared. From the firing and crieswhich were heard shortly after, it is
believed that the patrol was fired upon
by its own machine guns.

"Along the Marne, from the early'ening of June 26 to the early even-
ing of June 27, there were no notabledevelopments, except further increase
in the activity of the German artillery.
The fire, which was almost entirelyharassing and destructive over the
front, and in some areas destructive
only, included a considerable amount
of shrapnel. The shrapnel fell mainly
on the left of our sector. The German
airplanes showed an even greater in-
crease in activity, flying up and down
the Marne in numerous groups of from
two to seven machines.

Hum Appear Alert.
"In the enemy's rear areas a num-

ber of men were seen circulating in
small groups and seemed to be con-
tinuing the pillage of French prop-
erty, which has been noticed on numer-
ous occasions on the north bank of the
river. Fresh trenches are being con-
structed and new wire has been seen.
In the enemy's line the infantry seemed
to be more than usually alert.

"The United States Army Ambulance
Section No. 575 has been cited in the
orders of the French Army corps, with
which 'it is acting, as follows:

'American Automobile Sanitary Sec-
tion 575: Under the conduct of Lieu-
tenant Moore, from April 16 to 28, in-
sured day and night the rapid evacua-
tion of all the wounded in a very active
sector under a ceaseless bombardment,
which destroyed or damaged a part
of its material. The section carried
out its mission without a break or
failure with a devotion, courage and
sacrifice which'were admired by all the
units engaged.' "

NEW WHEAT PRICES OUT

Minimum Price of $2 Is Fixed for
Number One Product.

NEW YORK, June 30. New wheat
prices, necessitated by advanced
freight rates, were announced here to-
night by the Food Administration
Grain Corporation. It was asserted that
a minimum price of $2 a bushel for No.
1 wheat aboard cars in the internTbun-tai- n

territory will be made effective.
Details of the plan will be made public
soon.

The corporation's announcement said
that No. 1 wheat of the Northern
Spring, hard Winter. red Winter,
Durum and, red Winter grades would

be sold In various markets at the fol-
lowing basic prices:

New York. 12.39 H; Philadelphia.
$2.39; Baltimore and Newport News.
$2.38 'Vi; Duluth and Minneapolis,

2.21V,; Chicago, $2.t6; St. Louis. $3.24;
Kansas City and- - Omaha, $2.18; New
Orleans and Galveston, $2.28; Tacoma,
Seattle, Portland, Astoria, Or., San
Francisco and Los Angeles. $2.20.

The price basis for No. 3 wheat will
be 3 cents below No. 1 and for No. 3
4 cents below No. 2. Grades below No.
3 will be dealt in on sample.

Special classes of wheat, the commis-
sion said, will be sold on the following
schedule:

Dark hard Winter. 2 cents above
hard Winter; dark Northern Spring. 2
cents above Northern Spring; amber
Durum, 2 cents above Durum; yellow
hard Winter, 2 cents under hard Win-
ter: red Spring, 5 cents under Northern
Spring; red Walla, 7 cents under red
Winter; red Durum, 7 cents under
Durum; soft white. 2 cents under hard
white; white club, 4 cents under hard
white.

Changes in Federal grading stand-
ards previously filed with the trade, itwas declared, are expected to result in
production of more high-gra- wheat
than in 1917.

FRANCE. June 30. There is an inter-
esting development In connection with
the hostile shelling of the territory
around Mont Dea Cats, where the
famous Trappist monastery is located.
For weeks the Germans have been
bombarding this 'Flemish elevation
heavily.

Recently the German Emperor wrote
a letter to the German commander ask-
ing that Mont Des Cats be spared be-
cause the aged prior of the monastery
was the only living person who knew
where the Emperor's dative. Prince
Max of Hesse, had been buried after
his death in the monastery in October.
1914. The prince was attached to thecavalry which occupied Mont Des Cats
in October after the outbreak of the
war.

During an engagement with Britishcavalry. Prince Max was mortally
wounded" and taken to the monastery.
While he was being nursed by the
monks, his comrades were driven from
the hill and the British occupied it.
The Prince died and was buried in a
certain place, the location of which
was not disclosed to the world.

The German Emperor wrote a letter
to the Pope, in which he asked for in-

formation as to where the Prince was
buried and requested the return of the
body. The Pontiff forwarded the letter
to the monastery and it was then that
the Emperor received the famous reply

not until he had evacuated Belgium
and made just restitution would he
learn the whereabouts of the' Prince's
grave. ,

The Emperor now appears to be
worried that his guns may kill the only
man able to give him the desired in
formation, but his request to spare the
place, if he made such a request, seems
to have met .vith small response thus
far. for big shells continue to break
on the monastery.

Lieu
tenant Whitemarsh was on the troop
ship, which was under charter to the
U. S. Government and was bound for
America. There were no soldiers
aboard.

The transport's crew got away in
seven boats, all of which, except one.
have' been accounted for.
