Thousands of young men who have
thought thoy were "working" find
themselves classed as
and commanded to change occupations.
While the greater part of those af-
fected have exercised foresight enough
to enter productive lines of effort, it
Is believed that many will be caught
napping, or relying on false hopes theymay remain In present Jobs.

New MfOKDre Ju Drastic.
Just how drastic the order i will

quickly be learned by those attempt-
ing to evade its terms. Draft officials
and Federal agents of the Nation are
tully primed and determined to carry
the order in to "Effect without favor.

One of the first misconceptions to go
will be that of the man who is not in
class 1 of the draft. Every able-bodi- ed

registrant is affected by the new orderjust as directly as are the few remain-
ing class 1 boys.

Red tape in the handling of violators
of the measure has been reduced to a
minimum. It is provided that the draft
board in whose jurisdiction the Idler
or er Is discovered has fullpower to deal with him. There will
be no waste of time In communicating:
with the accused mans home board.

All ItetclKtrants Affected.
The spirit of the radical order andIts Intent are easily interpreted. Inselecting the initial lists of prohibited

occupations those which are useless
were first picked. These embrace
gamblers and race-trac- k devotees.
Next were listed those occupations
where women may easily replace the
mem as, for Instance, waiters, ushers,
domestic servants and elevator opera-
tors.

DR. K, H. PENCE EMPHASIZES HIGH
CALLING Of SOLDIER.

Contingents Soon to Leave for Camp
I.eTrlH and Fort MacDowell Hear

Talk at Public Auditorium.

A vital message was delivered to the
drafted men who will leave Portland
soon for Camp Lewis and Fort Mao
Dowell by Dr. E. H. Pence, who spoke
to the men at the Y. M. C. A. auditor
ium yesterday afternoon. Dr. Pence
is the Portland pastor who does Y. M.
C. A. work in the Camp Lewis huts
for six days a week and then comes to
Portland to preach to his congregation
at Westminister Presbyterian Church
on Sunday.

"The profession which you men are
taking up is more sacred than my pro-
fession, the profession of preaching the
Gospel." said Dr. Pence in the midst
of a stirring address. "You are going
or. God's own business and you will
do your best in the great fight.

"You who are going, pity the men
who, with or without hurt to their
consciences, are staying behind on one
pretext or another; pity the man whose
wife's tears or whose mother's plead-
ings keep him at home in this conflict
which is today the only worth while
tiling in life. Pity him who could have
and didn't. He will feel like a coward
all the rest of his life and in later
years he may be led to that greatest
of sins to curse his mother for ber
keeping him out of the conflict.

Don't go to Camp Lewis or Fort Mac-
Dowell with a grouch on. Go there
as an American citizen, cheerful and
ready to do your part and you will get
from the experience the greatest good
that men can get in life. You will
learn the greatest lesson the lesson
of teamwork and the average Ameri-
can is a rotter at teamwork. Team-
work Is the thing which the manu-
facturer, the business man would give
everything to instill into his men. You
will get it in the Army. You will find
that with 99 other men organized into
a company, you are worth more than
50,000 acting alone.

"There are chaps here today whose
names may live on the world's roll of
honor, you will get the power to work
and the power to make others work
with you. You will find that with a
companion your strength is not multi-
plied merely by two but that it is
squared. You will be working for all
humanity."

Rer. Edward Constant, of Highland
Congregational Church, Urges

That Nation Strive for High
Ideals of Freedom.

In many of the churches of the city
yesterday the pastors, inspired by the
approach of the Fourth of July, preach-
ed patriotic sermons in which they
brought to their congregations the les
son found In the days of the Revolu-
tion when men fought for freedom, and
they applied to present-da- y conditions
in the world the lesson found in the
fight today for democracy.

A service In celebration of Ameri
ca's Independence was held last night
at the Highland Congregational Church.
The celebration was largely musical,
but in the course of the exercises an
address was delivered by the pastor.
ttev. Ldwarii Constant, on ' The Spirit
or 75," in which he 6ald:

'What we term 'the spirit bf '76'
has become the immortal soul of Amer
ica. That soul expresses Itself in lofty
Ideals, such as freedom, friendship andfraternity, born in days heroic and
nurtured in trial and hardship. Those
Ideals we may reasonably expect to
develop with the growth of democracy.

"Spirit of '78-- Landed.
"The genius of the Revolution meant

more than political freedom or inde
pendence of tho colonies. It wasspirit which created a ferment among
tne nations and made for a rebirth of
society. The atmosphere In which the
Declaration of Independence csmctolight was one of patriotic passion and
religious fervor.

'It was the spirit of '76' which Im
parted to men the courage to demand
their rights as they denied the doe
trine of the divine rights of kings.
The fruits of it were seen tn the
French Revolution, the Initiation of
reforms In Great Britain, the call forpopular education and the demand forreligious freedom. The democratic airhas even stirred a slumbering church
into greater activity. The spirit of
American independence has caused the
manacles to fall from the wrists of
labor and is giving the artisan hisproper place.

"This spirit we must keep alive. We
must go forward with a determination
like that displayed by the makers of
the Nation. The task of our day calls
for fortitude, patience, endurance and
hopefulness. We must cut out waste,
extravagance and luxury. Once more
must our motto be 'plain living and
high thinking.'

Clean Aetlous 1r4"We entered the world conflict with
clean hands and we must emerge there
from with untarnished record. Amer
lea's name must not he smirched by
traitor, grafter, sneaking loafer or po-
litical trickster.

"The banner of freedom must not
be lowered. Industrial as well as po-
litical freedom rnut be made secure.
The hour has arrived for America to
assert Itself as a force making for the
creation of a new Internationalism."

ALASKA CLERGYMAN SPEAKER

Dean, G. I. Christian Gives Address
at St. Stephen's
Dean G. D. Christian, of the Episco-

pal Cathedral of Juneau, Alaska, who
came to Portland to address the Clergy
Summer School held at St. Helen's Hall
last week, spoke yesterday morning In
St. Stephen's to a large
congregation.

The history of the writing of the gos-
pels and epistles and the message theycarry to the church today formed the
theme of the sermon. The dean spoke
with deep feeling of the early days of
the church "when it was as much as
one's life was worth to be a Christian."
He declared that the depth of their be-
lief and the firmness of their faith had
been a great and a fast tie binding to-
gether those early Christians and said
that that same faith and belief should
bind them today. He spoke of the new
and the many creeds that "have been
founded on bits or the Bible."
