BOCHE COUNTERS IN VAIN

IARIP, July 9. On a front of
and one-ha- lf miles west of Antheuil
!r the sector between Montdidier and
U.e Olse, French troops early today
attacked the German lines and suc-
ceeded In advancing more than a. mile
at certain points, the war office an-
nounced today.

A German counter attack upon the
Krench lines at tho Loges farm in the
area of this advance was repulsed,
the French entirely maintaining their
.gains. Prisoners were taken to the
number of 530. and 30 machine suns.

French Add to Galna.
In the Longpont region east of the

Retz Forest, the French Increased their
pins of yesterday and took additional
prisoners.

The statement reads:
"Between Montdidier and the River

Oise tne French this morning carried
out a local operation west of Antheuil
on a front of four kilr-meter- The
French troops, supported by tanks,
penetrated the German lines, captured
Ferme Porte and the Ferme des Loges
end realized an advance of 1800 meters
at certain points.

"A counter attack at the Ferme des
Loges was repulsed, the French main-
taining all their gains. Prisoners
were taken to the number of 530. and
30 machine guns.

South of the Aisne the artilery duel
continued active throughout the night
in the vicinity of Chavigny farm. The
French increased their aJvance at this
point, taking 20 prisoners, including
one officer.

"The artillery of both sides was ac-

tive west and north of Chateau Thierry,
notably in the vicinity of Hill 204.

Patrol Take Prisoners.
"Patrols took prisoners in the Cham-

pagne, in the sector of Marquise and
in the direction of Butte Chouain."

LONDON, July 9. Raiding opera-
tions carried out last night by British
trcops in the region east of Arras
netted a few prisoners, the war office
announced today.

South of the Somme River the Ger-
man artillery has been cisplaying ac-
tivity in bombarding tha positions

captured by British forces there.

cates issued in advance of the loan.
The banks subscribe for them, but
the public can subscribe through the
banks. The banks take them as a mat-
ter of course, because the Treasury of
the United States has asked them to.
But the public should In turn buy from
the banks, holding them until the next
loan, when they can turn them in for
cash. This, of course, refers to those
who can buy $500 or more.

Oregon and Washington, by the way.
are the only two states that over
subscribed the first block of Treasury
certificates for the new loan.

Coast States Exceed Quota.
"The first block of certificates for

7750,000.000 was apportioned so as to
allot the 12th district $53,000,000.
Only $48,000,000 was subscribed, but it
is a credit to Oregon that v:s led with
an oversubscription of $1,000,000, and
Washington, the only other state in the
district to oversubscribe, did so to the
extent of $500,000. Oregon's quota was
$4,662,000, but she subscribed $5,620,
000.

G1SPUS FIRE GROWS

Half Hundred Men Hurried
Scene of Flames.

to

MUCH TIMBER IS BURNED

Control Lines Broken Jn Clear-
water and Sclway Districts In

Montana Two Hundred
Men Fight Flames.

MORTOX, Wash.. July 9. (Special.)
The Cispus forest fire now covers from
100 to 150 square miles. A half hun-
dred more men have arrived to tight
the flames, making a total of 100 men
engaged in this work.

The fire was thought to be under
control yesterday, but spread today,
and more men were sent to fight the
flames. It is feared that the fire will
reach valuable green timber of the
Rainier National Forest.

The fine started in the midst of the
burnt-ove- r region, and after devastat- -
ng 40.000 acres of the old burn

reached the green timber. It was later
checked. On account of the lack of
rain, however, the blaze broke out yes
terday with renewed vigor, and hunry- -
up calls were sent out for firefighters.

The only damage done by the fire
in the Durn was tne destruction oi
some young timber.

It is only with the coming of heavy
rains that the Cispus burn lire can
be permanently extinguished.

FIRES COVER VAST ACREAGE

Flames in Montana Timber Leap
' Beyond Control Lines.

SAM FRANCISCO. July 9. Ten for
est fires in the Klamath and other Na
tional forests in Northern California
are consuming wide areas of pine tim
ber, according to the telegrams re
ceived here today by the United States
forestry service from its agents in the
fire regions.

A fire near Lkonom, Siskiyou Coun
ty, which was reported under control
yesterday, broke out anew today. This
fire has been burning for two weeks.
High winds were adding to the diffi-
culties of the s.

Twenty men were reported to be
fighting a stubborn fire in the pines
near Keyes, Siskiyou County.

MISSOULA, Mont.. July 9. The
Rocky Ridge forest fire, in both the
Clearwater and Selway forests, has
broken all control lines, according to
reports received at the district head
quarters of the forestry service here
today. Two hundred men are fighting
this blaze.

Lightning has started new fires In
the Missoula forest, it was reported
today, one of which has assumed dan-
gerous proportions.

STATE TROOPS TO PATROL

Governor Lister Will Call Upon
Guards to Keep Down Fires.

OLYMPIA, Wash., July 9. (Special.)
Governor Lister today inaugurated a

plan to use state guard troops in
and fighting forest fires, by

directing Adjutant-Gener- al Harvey J.
Moss to select and detail 20 men from
the guard at once for patrol duty.
More will be called if needed. It is in-
tended to pick men provided with auto-
mobiles wherever possible and to pay
the upkeep out of state expense.

The patrols will be stationed in dan-
ger points with authority to arrest all
persons implicated in starting forest
fires by carelessness or otherwise.
The state has 17 companies of guards
to depend on for this duty.

Rain has checked fires in the Puget
Sound country greatly today and a
continuance of the downfall will re-
lieve the country of tho most serious
fire situation it has faced.

Fire Danger Is Lessened.
ASTORIA, Or., July 9. (Special.)

The Lower Columbia district w:is vis-

not heavy, will help materially inquenching the small forest fires burn-
ing in various sections of the country.
Thus far practically no damage has re-
sulted from these fires and the rain to-
day will lessen the danger.

Casoline Levy lO Cents.
Following are the taxes to be paidby the manufacturer, producer or

dealer:
Ten cents a gallon on all gasoline to

be paid by the wholesale dealer.Double the present tax on telephone
and telegraph messages costing morethan 15 cents. Quadruple the present
levies on soft drinks. Syrups and ex-
tracts now taxed 5 cents a gallon wouldbe taxed 20 cents. Those paying 8 centsto be increased to 32 cents; those pay-
ing 10 cents to be increased to 40 cents,
and those paying 20 to be raised to 80cents. Mineral waters now paying 1
cent a gallon would be taxed 16 cents.Chewing gum, now taxed 2 per centof the selling price to pay 1 cent on
each package.

Tobacco Tax Doubled.
All tobacco and cigarette taxes wouldbe doubled.
A license tax on automobiles, gradu-

ated according to horse power, wouldbe levied.

It is expected that the committee willexperience considerable opposition tosome of these proposed taxes particu
larly ma' or len cents a gallon on gas
oline. Such tax would prove a great
uuruen to Dusiness concerns usine
motor irucits ana to individuals env
ploying automobiles in their occupa-
tions.

If the tax could be applied to gaso
line used for pleasure driving only
there would be little, if any, objection,
it is anticipated, but no one so far has
been able to suggest a way of distingulshlng between gasoline used in
business and gasoline used for pleas
ure purposes.

CARLTON GIVES TESTIMONY

President ot Western fnion Has
Tiiree-Ho- nr Hearing Before In-

terstate Commerce Committee
ot 1,'ppcr Chamber.

WASHINGTON, July 9. After a three
hours' examination of Newconib Carl-
ton, president of the Western Union
Telegraph Company, the Senate inter-
state commerce committee today voted
7 to 3, to report without amendment or
further hearings the House resolution
authorizing Government control during
tho war of telegraph, telephone, cable
and radio systems.

Chairman Smith plans to report the
resolution to tho Senate tomorrow, but
is undetermined whether to urge imme-
diate consideration and thus supplant
the emergency agricultural appropria-
tion bill with its wartime prohibition
rider.

Leaders believe a vote can be reached
soon and no further hearings will be
ordered in view of the President's In-
sistence of early action.

Ten Senators attended the session.
Mr. Carlton was examined behind closed
doors. It was explained later that Sen-
ators and newspaper correspondents
were excluded through a misunder-
standing.
, Carlton Sees TVo Necessity.

Mr. Carlton told the committee that
he did not think there was necessity for
the Government taking over telegraph
wires, but that he would not oppose it
unless the design was to unionize em-
ployes.

After Mr. Carlton was heard. Senators
Pomereno of Ohio and Gore of Okla-
homa, Democrats, and Kellogg of Min
nesota, Republican, insisted on further
hearings, but were voted down. Those
voting to report tho resolution without
further hearings were Chairman Smith
of South Carolina, Myers of Montana,
Saulsbury of Delaware, Thompson of
Kansas, Lewis of Illinois and Under-
wood of Alabama, Democrats, and Poin-dext- er

of Washington, Republican.
To an Associated Press representa-

tive after tho hearing, Mr. Carlton said:
"I did not oppose the legislation butgave the opinion that it is unnecessary.

I stated that if there was military
necessity for the resolution I would
certainly not oppose It, but that no
military necessity had yet been shown
to me, at least.

I nion Feature Opposed.
"I also stated and emphasized that

if one of the main points of tho resolu-
tion is to unionize the company's em-
ployes I most vehemently opposed it.
I insisted that if the property is taken
over it should be made certain that it
will be returned with its facilities, in-

cluding personnel, in as good condition
as when taken. This would not be pos-
sible with unionization of its employes
while under Government control.

"The question of permanent Govern-
ment ownership was not discussed."

President Carlton was questioned by
the committee regarding the practice
of sending night telegrams by mail and
he said it had been in vogue for 50
years without being criticised.

In the examination of President Carl-
ton, Senator Kellogg said that if the
Government, under the resolution, takes
over all telegraph and telephone wires
it Involves direction of all private
leased wires, including those of th. As-
sociated Press, brokers and business
organizations.

Other Senators said the President
could select wires to be excluded from
Government control.

The rates established of one
cent a mile for tho distance to be trav
eled in making the round trip will only
be increased by the war tax of 8 per
cent added to the railroad fare and
the war tax of 10 per cent added to
the sleeping-ca- r rate.

The sale dates are definitely fixed by
the circular t August 1 to 17 inclusive,
and return limit of tickets is 60 days
from date of sale, to arrive homo
within the time limit.

TYPHOON HITS GUAM

Half Inhabitants Destitute Fol
lowing Storm.

CASUALTIES SAID TO BE FEW

Captain Smith, Governor of Inland,
Reports That He Is Kecding

Homeless People Out of
Naval Supplies.

WASHINGTON. July 9. tho Island
of Guam was devastated by a typhoon
on July 6. Captain Roy Smith, Governor
of the Island and commandant of the
naval station, reported today to the
Navy Department.

He said half tiie inhabitants are des-
titute, crops have been destroyed and
much material damage done. Steps
have been taken to feed the destitute.

The Navy Department issued this
statement:

"The Navy Department has received
a dispatch from Captain Roy C. Smith,
Governor of Guam, stating that Guam
was swept by a typhoon on July 6.
Personal injury and loss of life so far
reported are small, but public prop-
erty ashore and afloat was materially
damaged.

" 'Half of the Inhabitants are desti-
tute and homeless, crops destroyed and
food scarce,' Governor Smith states. "I
am feeding destitute natives as neces-
sary from naval supplies and com-
mandeered food stocks, luaklnj; repairs
as soon as possible.' "
