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BOOTLEGGERS ARE

SAID TO BE ACTIVE

Operations Declared to Ex-

tend Through Numerous
. . Towns Along Coast.

BOATS BRING IN LIQUOR

Authorities BclicTc Illicit Wet-Good- s

Is Secretly Brought Into Small
Coast Towns and Then Moved

to Portland by Auto.

Investigation by the Federal author-
ities and state officers, it is said, has
disclosed the plans of one of the larg-
est bootleggine operations ever car-
ried on on the Pacific Coast.

The bootlegging operations, it Is said,
were carried on at Marshfield. Newport,
Bandon and Valdport, in Oregon, andEureka, in California. Although per-
sons in several cities in Washington
are said to be involved in the liquor
ring, it is not known to what .extentthey have participated.

It seems that persons in the small
Coast towns which are accessible to
ocean-goin- g steamers are the worst of-
fenders. Several trips to coast towns,
ostensibly on business, by persons in
Portland, have been made, it is said,
and these persons have returned with
liquor-fille- d automobiles. p"or some
time it has been a mystery to the au-
thorities from where the large amount
of liquor obtained by bootleggers hascome. Search of all the vessels dock-
ing in this port and all trains leading
into the city, both by the Federal au-
thorities and city officers, has disclosedonly small amounts. On several occa-
sions a few cases of whisky have been
discovered in the holds of vessels by
the officers; but the whisky arrivesjust the same, and several bootleggers
are known to have carried on a briskbusiness in disposing of their wares.

The most clever camouflage hasbeen resorted to by bootleggors in or-
der, to evade the law. A strict watchat the California border has failed to
reveal the source of any liquor coming
into the state, but the liquor seems to
filter into the larger cities from the
small towns near the Coast.

It is known by officials and thosein close touch with the situation thatsteamers laden with liquor from. Cali-
fornia ports have put in at Bandon.
Marshfield and other Coast towns and
have disposed of the liquor before the
arrival of the officers. A large quan-
tity of liquor recently was buried in
the sands of the beach near Bandonat a location easily accessible by au4o
mobile. The bootlegger guarded the
cache and a made the deal
with the prospective customer.

At night the liquor buyer was In
tructed to drive to a certain locationwnere he would be met by a represen

tative of the bootlegger, who would
deliver the liquor from the cache, and
the money was paid. Cases, it is said
have been disposed of in this manner
to a great many customers.

In numerous instances the thirsty
patrons nave nad raise bottoms con
tructed in their automobiles, capable

of holding several cases of liquor, andby avoiding the large cities bave
driven to Portland in safety.
