Richard Miller Becomes Pu-
rchaser of 120 Acres Listed

as Tract No. 21.

CHOICE LAND IS INCLUDED

Drawing Is Held Under Direction of
Judge John McPhanl, of Wash-

ington, and Felice Colin,
of Carson City.

More than 200 anxious homeseekero
yesterday attended the drawing at the
United States. Land Office in the Wor-
cester building- which determined the
successful applicants for approximate-
ly 50 of the choicest tracts included in
150,000 acres in the Oregon & Califor-
nia land grant. In the aggregate. 84S
filings have been made on this limited
number of tracts. The drawing was
superintended by Judge John McPhaul,
of Washington, D. C, superintendent of
sales, and Miss Felice Conn, of Carson
City, Nev, assistant superintendent of
sales.

Filings on the land were received
between June 22 and July 17. In all,
1027 filings were made on a total of
only 227 of the 1227 tracts included In
the 150,000 acres thrown open to set-
tlement. Only about one-fift- h of the
total acreage was actually filed upon.
Of the 1027 filings. 848 conflicted,
more than one being made on each, of
the 227 tracts.

The remaining acreage may be filed
' upon under the general provisions of
the homestead law. Many of those not
successful in yesterday's drawing for
the contested tracts announced that
they would file on other tracts in-

cluded in the 150,000 acres as soon as
they have received back from the Gov-
ernment the amount of their deposits
which accompanied the original filing.
In order to be absolutely fair. Judge
McPhaul has ruled that no applicant
who participated in yesterday's draw-
ing will be permitted to file on any
of the remaining land until it has been
finally determined that each of the
winners of the contested tracts is quali-
fied to the land. This will give all
disappointed applicants an equal chance
for the land yet available for entry.

In the appended list is given the
names of the applicants participating
in the drawing as a result of the con-
flicting filings. Following the name
of each applicant is given the unit
number, or the number of the tract
upon which the filing was made. In
every case the winner of any particu
lar tract is the applicant opposite
whose name the number of the tract
filed upon appears for the finst time.

All winners as Indicated by the
drawing become the purchasers of the
particular tract upon which they filed
unless it is found they were disqual-
ified, under the provisions of the reg-
ulations governing the filing, from fil-
ing on the land and participating in
the drawing. In that event, the appli-
cant filing on the same trc.ct and
whose name appears second on the list
for that particular piece of land, will
get the land.

SHIP OUTPUT GROWS

Fourth Steel Vessel to Be
Launched in July.

22 HULLS ARE RELEASED

Sixteen Wooden Ships for Govern
ment Are Floated During Month

and More Tonange Is Expect-
ed Before August 1.

Of 32 vessels that have been floated
in the Oregon district proper since
July 1, three of them are steel and It is
promised a fourth of that class will be
launched before the month ends, adding;
35.200 tons, deadweight, to the Govern-
ment's programme. There will also be
one steel ship delivered, the PointJudith, of 3800 tons.

As to the wooden steamers for the
Government, the launchings for July
have not ended by any means. So far
16 wooden ships have entered thewater, and, with a week remaining in
July, it is certain more tonnage will
be added. There have been two
wooden carriers launched for private
account and one for the French gov-
ernment.

The July steel steamers in the water
represent 26,400 tons and the wooden
steamers 57.000 tons. Adding the
French tonnage and those for private
interests the wooden vessels have
reached 64,000 tons.

In June the steel division accepted
six steamers finished at Oregon plants
and this month there will be four fin
ished and delivered, three of 8800 tons
each and one of 3800 tons. At least
one of the 8800-to- n carriers launched
this month, the Western Comet, floated
July 6, is expected to be finished and
delivered before August 1. She is at
the plant of the Columbia River Ship
building Corporation and. If she Is not
held back, less than 21 working days
will have elapsed from the time of
her launching until her completion.

The work of fitting out the wooden
steamers is being carried along more
rapidly, the delivery of machinery and
equipment being more satisfactory
than a short time ago. The Musketo
was towed to the drydock yesterday
from the plant of the Sommarstrom
Shipbuilding Company, at Columbia
City, and on having minor work done
there will shift to the fitting-ou- t plant
of the Pacific Marine Iron Works for
her machinery.

The Calala, of the Supple-Balli- n fleet,
was towed from the yard to the dry-doc- k

yesterday to be lifted for a few
hours' work and her next move will
be her official trial trip. The vessel
is the first- - finished at that plant for
the Government.

AGED MARINE ENGINEER DIES

Charles Tinsiey, of Astoria, Had
Been Chief on Bar Tug Oneonta.
ASTORIA. Or., July 22. (Special.)

Charles Tlnsley, for many years one of
the best known most efficient and
popular marine engineers in the North-
west, died here at 1:30 this morning as
the result of a stroke of paralysis
which he suffered on last Thursday.

The deceased was born in Milwaukee,
Wis., in 1857. He came to the Coast
with his parents when only 4 years old
and the family located near Vancouver.
The father enlisted in the Indian cam-
paigns and for five years the boy ac-
companied the troops' in their journeys
after the hostile redskins.

Charles Tinsley had only four
months' schooling, but began his chosen
profession on the little sternwheel
steamer Maria Wilkins, running out of
Portland, and by hard study and close
application he steadily rose until he
secured an unlimited engineers license.
He had been a chief engineer for 36
years and during that time was run-
ning on the Columbia River and Puget
Sound, principally on tug boats. He
was chief engineer on the bar tug
Oneonta when he suffered a partial
stroke of paralysis two years ago. and
since that time he had been an in-

valid.
Mr. Tinsley left one sister, who lives

at Colfax, Wash., and an uncle. He
was a member of the Marine Engineers'
Association, as well as of the Klks,
Masonic and I. O. O. F. lodges. Funeral
services will be held under the auspices
of those organizations.

EXECUTIVES ARE PRAISED

Mr. Schwab Tells District Heads
How Showing Pleases Hini.

From Seattle comes the story that
as he was ending his emission , to the
Pacific Coast Charles M. Schwab, dire-

ctor-general of the Emergency Fleet

and second in facilitating delivery of
material and equipment to Western
yards.

SMALL BOAT LICENSES HERE

Custom-Hous- e Staff Prepares to En-

force Latest Rules.
Blank licenses and necessary docu-

ments for Inaugurating the licensing
of all small vessels not regularly docu-
mented by the Government have
reached the Custom-Hom- e, and Special
Deputy Collector Pike has announced
that' all small craft owners are ex-
pected to make application at once at
room 209 for the registration and licens-
ing of their property.

Stress Is placed on the fact that the
new regulations have no bearing on
Navy rules previously enforced, through
which all vessels of the inland fleet and
under certain tonnage were listed and
given an official number, which was
ordered painted on the hulls in most
cases. The later order provides for a
separate classification of the mosquito
fleet and takes in all. regardless of thepower utilised, so long as they are not
documented. Penalties are provided for
failure to obey the measure and only a
reasonable respite is to be allowed.
