Frauds in Filling of Orders for
Shoes, Shirts and Leggings
for Army Are Disclosed.

RAINCOAT MEN CONFESS

“Dalias Patriots" May be Weeded

Out as Hesult of Scandal; War
Department in Statement
Exonerates Officers.

WASHINGTON, July 24 —The trall of
Eraft has passed on from Army rain-
acoat production to contracts for shoes,
shirts, leggings and other suppligs and
squipment for soldlers Army Intelll-
gence and Department of Justice agents
weare responsible for this statement to-
dny.

Information shedding light on meth-
ods by which manufacturern were able
to pass Inferlor articles to fill Govern-
ment contracts s understood to have
baen gathercd from new confemsions
of some of the 18 raincoat contractors
under arrest ‘in New York.

It is charged that certalin companics
have bheen able through personal cen-
taot with officers in the Quarterman-
ters Corps to dictate specifications and
other details of contracts.

Another reform belng worked out is
the gradual elimination of men asslst-
ing the Government from the nominal
pay or “dollar-a-year” basis, and the
paymant of adequnte salaries on which
they can live without resorting to com-
pensation from speclal interests.

Offlcers Not Involved.

A formal statement from the War
Department today denounced as antire-
1y unfounded any Inférences l(-ntl{pg to
involve Army officers in acousdations
0of wrongdoing In connection with the
contracts for Army raincoats. The
stetement follows:

“Robert J. Thorne, assistant
acting Quartarmuster-General, after a
praliminary investigation in regard to
the raincoat inspection scandal in New
York, Bsays that any suspicion of the
integrity of the Army officora i{s ap-
parently without a shred of evidence to
substantinte the statements. The entire
situation has been greatly magnified
to the extent that a grave injustice la
belng done to the reputation of the
Army officers

“It s Impossible to meet ths emer-
gency of suddenly equipping the Army
without a few sporadic Instances of
dishonesty coming to tha surface, but
it i3 an outrage to have such instances
magnified into an unjust accusation of
Army officers, Fortunately, the In-
tegrity of thsa Army officers Is so gen-
ernlly understopod by the public that
very few people give credence to these
unfounded accusations.

Many Clvililans Appolnted.

“The investigation of the raincoat
inspection system was made at the in-
etigation of the Quartermastsr Corps,
which realized that with thousands of
new elvilian inspectors obiainad
through the Civil Serviee Commisaion,
here and there a dishonest ong would
be taken on. It is firmly believed. by
the department that the flnal inspec-
tlon conducted at the depot will de-
tect all raincoats mnot preperly fabri-
catled.”

Departmant of Justice offlecials, In
announcing the discovery of frauds in
cannection with raincoat production,
indicated that oniy a few Army officera
were under suspicion of Irregular con-
duet with contractors.

They did not imply corroption among
any large proportion of Army offloers,
mosat of whom, it was recognized, havas
demonstrated thelr honesty. Most in-
spectors involved in the corruption dis-
closed by the Department of Justics In
New York are civilians,

Alexis Romanoff, the former heir ap-
parent to the Russian throne, dled from
exposure a few days after hila father,
the former Emperor, was exacuted, snys
a dispatch from Moscow to the Berlin
Lokal Anzeiger.

WASHINGTON, July 24—Tha mobili-
sation of the Russian army as an-
nounced in reports today from Moscow
via Amsterdam, is not regardgd as a
matter of serious moment by State De-
purtment officials. In some quarters
it ia believed to be simply another ef-
fort to raise ths draft army which Leon
Trotzky, Bolshevik Minister of War, de-
clared to be the omly solution to the
military chnos in Russin.

The suggestion was made that the
Russiagn government might send its
new army to drive out the allled and
American foreces in the Mourmanskl
peninsulas, but It was: explained that
this would ba almost impossible, as it
would mean the tranaportation of an
army 500 milan over extremely diffienlt
territory and without means of supply.

Theso weors incidental features of M1
Vahey's prgument for the Increase In
wiges asked hy rallway employes, Hao
conceded the facts asserted by Frank-
lin T. Griffith for the company, that
Portiand street rallway employes are
now receiving the highest wages pald
similar employes anywhere In the
world, and Insisted that bocaumse of the
high cost of llving and the high wages
men can get in shipbullding and otMer
industries in the Pacifiec Northwest the
wiages should be Increased to 60 cents
per hour maximum as requested.

Reslstance against the Increase was
based by Mr. Griffith on the assertion
that the operating revenues have not
pald dividends for several years and if
the increase amounting to about $58,000
par month be granted, & Ccompany
cannot pay interest on Iis indebledness,

Griffith denied that the cost of living
ia higher in Fortiand than in other
Northern cities.

It is Intimated the War Labor Board
will declide the Portlund and thirty
other strest railway wage this
week and will base ita doclsions largely
on evidence as to the cost of llving
gnthered by the Board Itself Inde-
pendently of elther side to the con-
troversies.
