WASHINGTON, Aug 1% — Thirty
thousand arrests have been mads by
the Bolshevik! within the last two
weeks of the reign of terror In progress
in Petrograd, according to official ad-
vices today from BStockholm.

A third train had 300 German
soldlers In Russian uniforms who had
been in Moscow since the assassination
of Count von Mirbach

Soldlers In the United States consume
Victory bread with the prescribed
amount of substitutes for wheat flour,
Not until they get to Frdhce are they
allowed all-wheat bread.

GHINA SENDS ARMY
10 BLOCK INVASION

Teuton Prisoners of War and
Bolsheviki in Siberia Are
Threatening Border.

JAPANESE ADVANCE HALTS

Dispute With Chinese Over Control
of Railway Causes Delay; Ar-
rival of Americans at Viad-
ivostok Announced.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 19%—The Chl-
ness government has sent & large foree
of troopa to the Siberian border to pre-
vent a threatened Invasion of Chinese
territory by German and Hungarian
prisoners of war who joined with the
Red Guard and other eslementis of the
Bolsheviki agalnst the Czecho-Slovaks
In the trans-Balkal region.

WASHINGTON, Aug, 19.—The send-
ing of the Chinese force was taken to
monn that every means of bringing re-
lief to the Czecho-Slovaks was being
taken by the allied powers.

That the army of prisoners set free
by the Bolsheviki and arrthed to fight
the Czecho-Slovaks was menacing the
Chinege border has been known hera
China has declarsd she will not permit
them to crose her borders, and if Chi-
ness territory Is violated a battle ia
promised.

Troops Ready to Assiat.

It was said today at the Stats De-
partment that the allled troops in Viad-
ivostok are pot under orders to remain
there, as was Indicated In an appeal
for assistance recently made by Gen-
aral THedrichs, the Czecho-Slovak lead-
er, but may go anywhere they can as-
sist.

Japanese troops probably will be the
flrgt to render afd to General Died-
richs.

PEKIN, Aug. 15.—(By the Associanted
Press.)—The movement of Japanese
troops from Chang Chun, on the Muk-
den-Harbln rallroad, to the Manchuria-
Siberian front, has been further de-
layed because of the demand made by
the Japanese that they virtually con-
trol the operations of the Chiness East-
ern rallway.

Chinese Oppose Control

The Chinese officials, supported by
the ententa nllled repreasentatives in
Pekin, have declined to consent to the
taking over of the railroad by Japan.

VLADIVOSTOK, Aug. 16—A second
transport carrying Amerioan troops nr-
rived at Vimdivostok today.

The transport bearing the first con-
tigent of American soldliers entered the
harbor yosterday aftarnoon after a voy-
age of 74 days from Manila. A third
troopshlip 18 expected to arrive this
evening.
