Treasury Certificates to Be on
Four Per Cent Basis.

JULY, 1919, MATURITY DATE

L)

Individunls and Corporations Will
Be Afforded Chance to Invest
Surplus Pending Payment
of Thelr Taxes.

Edward Cookingham, stnte chairman
of the fourth'llberty loan committes,
has beaéen notifled by the Secretary ol
the Treasury that the lssuance of 4%
per- cent treasury certificates of in-
debtedness, maturing four months fol-
lowing date of issue, has been discon-
tinued for the present. In lisu of thass
aecuritels, 4 per cent certificates, ma-
turing in July, 1819, will be Issued.

Sevoaral weeks ago the Becretary of
the Treasury offered for salé to the
banks of the country $6,000,000,000 435
por cent treasury certificates, redeem-
abls in four months after issus., These
ware sold in installments of §750,000,-
000 every two weeks.

Under that plan it was necessary for
every bank in the Unlited Statea to sub-
soribe an amount equal to 31§ per cent
of their total resources aeovery two
weeks until the total amount was sub-
seribed.

Tnxes to Be Antlcipated.

The new plan provides for 4 nper
cent certificates that will not maturs
until July, 1919, nesarly & year hence.
The purposa in providing the longer
tarm certificates 1s to enable corpora-
tions, firms and Individuals having
large iIncoma or exceas profits taxes to
pay to purchase these certificates now
or later, antleipating the payment of
those taxes which will fall dne In
June, 13193,

Thesa certificates will probably nat
ba taken as generally by the banka,
which will prefer the short-term cger-
tificates that have been Issued, but in-
dividuals and ocorporations having
large Income and other wartlme taxes
to pay ths Government can uss this
method of investment for distributing
that amount over the perfod betweon
now and next June.

It affords them an opportunity from
month to month to Invest surplus funds,
set nuide from thelr profits to meat
these taxes, in the interest bearing se-
curities.

By the arrangement thesa certificates
will be accepted by the Government In
peyment of the taxes Imposed by the
income and excess profits tax meus-
ures.

Harney County Farmer, Visiting Near
Creswell, Sald to Have
Feared Draft.

EUGENE, Or., Aug. 20.—(Special.}—
CHifford Grossbeck, a farmer, 44 years
old, of Narrows, Harney County, com-
mitted sulcida by shooting himesalr
through the body on the Howe road
in the ountskirts of Creswell apparently
about 11 o'clock last night

andl his act fa belleved by his wife's
relatives to have resulted from fear
that he would be called in the draft,

The body was found on the roadslde
this morning about 7 o'clock. Coroner
Marion Veatch was called. An investi-
gation, In which Distriet Attorney L.
L. Ray and Bheriff D. A Elkins also

took part, disclosed that Grossbeck had
takan his own life.
