of Peninsula Shipbuilding Company,
and Frank W. Robinson, traffic man-
ager of the O.-- R. & K. system.

Industries which would be served by
the proposed train include the Grant
Smith-Port- er company; Peninsula Ship
building Company, Albina Engine &
Machine Works, Peninsula Iron Works,
Su Johns Iron Works and St. Johns
Woolen Mills.
