WASHINGTON. Aug. 27.—The man-
power bill bringing within the Army

draft all men from 1§ to 45 years old,
was passad late today by the Senate,
with a modifled “work or fight” clause.

All efforts to change the nge limits
or to direct separate classification of
youths under 21 failed, and the measure

now goes to conference between the
House and Senate with no dlfference
of serious controverszy, except the

“work or fight™ provision.

Senator Gore, of Okla-
homa, who cast the only negative vole
on the roll call, withdrew It and was
sxcused from voting.

Reports that“machine pguns were
brought Into actlon by the American
troops were denled, although a machine
sun was set up in an office facing
Mexleo.
